	Process of the Lesson  

	Greetings. Students stand.  
· Good afternoon, dear children! How are you today? 

· Good afternoon, teacher! We are fine, and you?

· I am fine, thanks! Sit down please!
Warming – up. Teacher throws the ball (gets back) to the students and asks some information about different names and kinds of things from the previous lessons on the aim of to check their vocabulary, these are:                                 - five names of months;   
                                    - names of days;
                                    - five polite words;
                                    - five parts of body;
Checking-up the homework. At first, children exchange their copybooks and check by looking at the presentation (here the teacher shows the homework tasks on the presentation). There are 10 tasks, from these if 
                               10 – 8 points are correct – “5”
                                                         7 points – “4”
                                                                     6 points – “3”, 
after that the children say the points of partner (his / her) and the teacher writes their points on the board.
Then the teacher asks some questions about the capitals (Astana, London, Turkey and etc.), the children should guess what `s the today`s our theme? After that, the teacher introduces the new theme “The capitals” and shows new words on the presentation according to the topic. Then, the students repeat the new words and write these words at home (here teacher gives the new words on the card to each pupil).

 Here the children listen to the texts about two capitals and after finishing they read these texts one by one. 
Time of practice. Work with cards. In this part their task is to find the correct answers (true or false), then, they exchange their copybooks, will check, and put the points of partner. If

Presentation. The teacher shows the presentation about sightseeings of the capitals (Astana and London) to the students.

Work in group. Here, they are divided into two groups by choosing the candies (green and yellow colours)       I team is “Kazakhstan”

                   II team is “Great Britain”

Playing a game. There are two boxes in two lines with the words of sightseeing about Kazakhstan and Great Britain. So, their task is to go to the centre, to get one card, to find what is the kind of sightseeing of country and put in correct line, which group will finish first, they will be the winners and get their points (winner group – 5 points, loser group – 4 points).

Time of relax. Action songs for kids. The children sing the song about body actions and do the physical exercises. 

To review the grammar. Teacher shows the presentations about the grammatical forms of Is/are there…?  as a review with some examples. Then they work according to the grammar forms. They go to the centre in pairs and one pupil ask question from partner by looking at the picture, his/her partner answer to question. Who is active in this part gets 2 points, who is passive gets 1 point.
