ffective planning is underpinned by the

teachers’ belief in their power to transform
young people’s learning capacity. These beliefs are
founded on the idea that teachers can positively
affect young people’s choices because they knew
that young people’s learning is  profoundly
influenced by every aspect of their school

experiences. Effective teaching is supported and

sustained by a teachers understanding of the
connections between classroom conditions and
the states of mind (cognitive, affective and social)
(Figure One) that affect young people’s ability
and willingness to invest in learning (Hart, Dixon,
Drummond & McIntyre, 2005).

3. How will | teach it? Teaching and learning methods, length of time available, location of
teaching session.

4. How will | know if the students understand? Informal and formal assessments, questioning
techniques, feedback from learners.
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Education uses a range of terms — aims, learning
outcomes, learning intentions, learning objectives,
to describe what learners should achieve as a result
of teaching. This can be confusing, but it is often
important that end points are clearly defined
before the learning takes place. It is like planning a
journey, if you don't know where you intend to go
before you start, you may end up where you don't
want to be.

The term aim is usually used to define what
the teacher is trying to achieve overall. In history
this is often thought of a being the big enquiry
question. For example:

‘Big Question/ Aim - How far did Kazakhstan
change during the Great Patriotic War?

This is a 'change and continuity' question that
asks pupils to weigh-up ways in which the country
/ region did change during the period against ways
in which it remained unchanged.'

Writing learning outcomes or learning
objectives

Distinctions between the terms ‘learning
objectives’ and ‘learning outcomes’ are hotly
debated. In the Cntre of Excellence programme
we define Learning objectives as the observable
and measurable behaviours that learners should
exhibit as a result of participating in a lessons.
An example of a learning objective or learning
intention would be:

Learning objective; to be able to reach, justify
and challenge a reasoned conclusion in answer to
an Historical question with reference to supporting
evidence.

Learning outcomes or learning intentions
have arisen from the ‘outcome-based education’
model and are essentially more intuitive and

Bloom’s Taxonomy:

o - Description
cognitive domain

user-friendly than objectives. Outcomes are broad
statements that recognise the interaction and
integration of knowledge, skills and attitudes and
the artificiality of separating these. We can think
of outcomes as ‘learner goals’ for example:

Pupils will

e Have drawn inferences from a range of
historical evidence and information about whether
Weymouth Vikings were victims of Ethelred the
Second.

e Have reached a particular reasoned
conclusion about whether the Weymouth Vikings
were victims Second by reference to evidence.

» Have participated in debate about whether
the Weymouth Vikings were victims of Ethelred
the Second by reference to evidence.

Learning outcomes/ intentions specify the
intended endpoint of a lesson. They are written
in the future tense and clearly indicate the nature
and/or level of learning required to achieve them
successfully. They should be achievable and
assessible and use language that learners (and
other teachers) can easily understand. They relate
to explicit statements of achievement and always
contain verbs. Objectives should be SMART:
Specific, Measurable, Achievable, Realistic and
Timebound.

Individual outcomes should relate to one of the
three domains described by Bloom:

» cognitive (knowledge and intellectual skills);
» psychomotor (physical skills);
« affective (feelings and attitudes).

The table below lists the elements of the
cognitive domain with a brief description, and
then some useful verbs that can be used to map
the learning outcome on to the relevant level.

Useful verbs for
outcome-level statements

Judge, appraise, evaluate, compare,

Evaluation Ability to judge X for a purpose. ASSeSS.

Synthesis Arranging and assembling elements into a whole. Design, organise, formulate, propose.

Analysis Breaking down components to clarify. Dlstmgmsh, analyse, calculate, test,
Inspect.

Application Using the rules and principles. Apply, use, demonstrate, illustrate,
practise.

Comprehension Grasping the meaning but not extending it beyond Describe, explain, discuss, recognise.

the present situation.
Knowledge Recall of information previously presented. Define, list, name, recall, record.
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Some pitfalls

Trying to achieve too much in
one session.

...and how to avoid them

Plan the session carefully, and allow time for discussion, activities and reflection.

Trying to cover too many
learning outcomes.

Stick to a small number of learning outcomes (fewer than five) and be as specific
as you can in terms of exactly what you are expecting the learners to be able to do
at the end of the session.

Learning outcomes not linked
to the programme or to learner
needs (level, etc.).

Make sure you know and understand the programme outcomes, the assessments
the learners are working towards and the expectations of you by course
organisers, particularly the outcomes and assessments that relate specifically to
your session(s).

Include informal and formal activities that help you understand and identify the
needs of the learners.

Learning outcomes defined at
the wrong level (re Bloom).

Think carefully about exactly what you are expecting the learners to be able to do,
think about their ‘learning journey’: their prior learning and the stage they have
reached.

Learning outcomes in the wrong
domain (re Bloom: cognitive,
psychomotor, affective).

Map the learning outcomes on to the domains, split objectives that cover more
than one domain and design the teaching to enable learners to achieve all the
outcomes. If you are assuming that learners have the underpinning knowledge or
earlier practice to carry out a complex skill, check it out, or break the skill down
into sub-objectives.

Learning outcomes not specific
enough, don’t define exactly
what you want them to be able
to do.

Practise writing them and think about how you might assess the objective.

Learning outcomes not linked to
teaching and learning methods.

Select the teaching and learning methods that help learners achieve the outcome
(level, domain), e.g. if skills, need demonstration, practice (simulation — real),
possibly broken down into steps, build in feedback, not just reading about it or
watching a video.

Learning outcomes not linked to
assessment.

Always link the learning outcomes to an assessment (formative or summative),
i.e. how will you and the learner know that they have achieved the outcome
satisfactorily?

Learning outcomes not practical
or feasible.

Often there are too many learning outcomes specified to be covered in the time
available or with the number or stage of learners.

The best learning outcomes/ intentions are directly linked to subject content knowledge. For example

Assessment for learning using and success

criteria

The learning intention of a lesson or series
of lessons tells students what they should know,
understand and be able to do, and the success

criteria help teachers to decide whether their
students have in fact achieved the learning
intention. Importantly, the success criteria also
answer the same question from the point of view
of the pupil.
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However, if success criteria are to be any use
to pupils, then they need to:

e be written in language that pupils are
likely to understand;

e be limited in number so pupils are not
overwhelmed by the scope of the task;

o focus on the learning and not on aspects
of behaviour (eg paying attention, contributing,
meeting deadlines etc.);

e be supported, where necessary, by
exemplars or work samples which make their
meaning clear. (This is probably particularly
relevant in the case of rubrics.);

o created, ideally, with input from pupils
so that they have greater understanding and
ownership;

e How will I know whether I've achieved the
learning intention?

The term 'success criteria' was coined in the
UK. It is synonymous with 'assessment criteria'
but, instead of reminding students of their
(perhaps negative) experiences of being assessed,
this term focuses (much more positively) on

Success criteria

students' ability to succeed.
Sometimes the success criteria might be just a
series of dot points.

Example of success criteria

A series of dot points might be used to list the
success criteria for solving a maths problem. For
example,

You will:

e provide a written summary of the problem
in your own words;

e use an appropriate strategy;

« explain the process used or the working
out;

e have an accurate answer, which uses
correct terminology;

« provide evidence of having checked the
answer.

For lengthy assessment tasks, however,
teachers often use rubrics which will provide
students with the success criteria and also with
descriptions of a number of different levels of
performance in relation to those criteria.

o

An understanding of how
commercial fishing has
impacted on the marine
environment.

Provides one appropriate
example of how
commercial fishing has
impacted on the marine
evironment;

provides some detail about
that example.

Provides three or more
appropriate examples of
how commercial fishing
has impacted on the
marine environment;

Not all learning is the same so not all learning
intentions and success criteria are the same.

There are closed skills which are either right or
wrong. Success criteria for closed skills are either
the steps involved or what you need to remember
to achieve the learning objective

For example:

Learning intention

To share a quantity into a ratio.

Success criteria

I can:

e add the parts e.g. 2:3 2 +3+5;

« write each ratio as a fraction 2/5 : 3/5;

» multiply each fraction by the whole e.g. 2/5
of 20.

Open skills are neither right nor wrong
consequently lesson objectives need examples and
discussion about quality.

Learning intention

To understand and explain the use of musical

instruments and elements in programmatic music.
Success criteria
I can:
» create a balanced 3-section composition;
* use tone, pitch and dynamics to reflect the
events and mood of the story;
» use instruments creatively.

The success criteria provide a ‘menu’ of devices
that will help to produce quality work, where not
all need to be included.

Learning intention

To write a persuasive essay

Success criteria

I can:

» write a paragraph introducing the topic and
expressing my opinion;

e write a paragraph stating a reason that
supports my argument with examples;

» use linking words and phrases that we have
studied before to enhance my essay;
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e write a concluding paragraph re-stating my
opinion with supporting reasons.

Group work

We have seen that one of the advantages
of small group teaching is that it provides
opportunities for in-depth discussion, reflection
and consolidation of learning. Small group
teaching is also costly in terms of time and
physical resources, so it is important to plan to
maximise the learning that can be achieved by
having alcare task with appropriate structuring
of activities.

For example:

Within a set time limit ensure that pupils
read the cards and discuss in turn whether or not
each one helps to prove that Ethelred ordered
the deaths of the Weymouth Vikings or not. A
scribe and spokesperson could be appointed for

each group, one to record conclusions, the other
to speak on the group's behalf. During discussion
the teacher should circulate around groups
listening carefully, prompting and supporting talk
as necessary. Lead a structured class discussion
with each group presenting their conclusions in
turn. Allow other groups to challenge the views of
other groups by reference to evidence.

A number line could be set up in the classroom
marked " Ethelred the second definitely did not kill
the Weymouth Vikings" at one end," Ethelred the
Second may have killed the Weymouth Vikings" in
the middle, and "Ethelred the Second definitely
killed the Weymouth Vikings "at the other end.
Individuals could be asked to stand by the number
they mostly agree with along the continuum,
justifying their position in response to questions
and should able to change their position if they
wish (also justifying any such move). Lastly a class
vote could be held for each statement in turn.

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he role of modern school increases
constantly, the society lays high
expectations on it; that is why a number of tasks
that has not been completed previously and tasks
that should be completed nowadays are extending.

Schools need to change to become successful
now and in future and make quality of graduates’
education meet the criteria of the time. School
strategy, Development plan, Plan of action are
designed to make well-aimed and systematic shifts
in educational institution, i.e. tools the school uses
to function and plan its activity.

Availability of the documents - Strategy,
Strategic plan, Development plan, Plan of
action —isan essential condition for demonstrating
the level of preparedness and interaction of school
administration team.

Strategic planning is one of the management
functions, representing the process of goal
selection and ways for achieving them; it provides
a basis for all managerial decisions.

Strategic planning process consists of several
phases:

1. Determination of a mission and goals,
projection of school development prospects.

2. Analysis of environment, comprising data
collection, analysis of strengths and weaknesses
and its potential based on available external and
internal information.

3. Selection of development strategy.

4. Implementation of development strategy by
completing Development plan and Plan of action.

5. Monitoring, assessment and performance
control.

6. Generation of school self-evaluation report:
outcomes of strategic plan implementation
(development plan + plan of action).

7. Revision of the process of strategy and
strategic plan implementation.

8. Revision and editing the content of strategy
and strategic plan.

School strategy is an imaging of school’s
future “vision” and its ways for achieving it. It is
developed on the basis of the Development strategy
of AEO «Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools»-2020
and includes, among key sections used in the main
documents, additional documents peculiar to a
particualar Nazarbayev Intellectual school.

Key features of Strategic planning objective
consist of:

e distinct commitment to a particular time
period (for example, 2010-2020);

» globality (that is major changes capable of
bringing to improvement of teaching, learning,
assessment, etc.);

e specificity and measurability (actions and
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assessment of activity);

e consistency and conformity with other
documents and resources;

 target orientation and accountability.

Strategic plan can help the school to develop

its morals by:

» Creating conditions for development.

e Creating an environment of enthusiasm and
collaboration among group members.

» Using current experience and advances.

» Achieving assigned tasks.

« Encouraging group to make decisions.

e Developing opportunities for pedagogic
cooperation.

» Defining needs and priorities.

Guided by the mission and goals, the
Development plan, Plan of action are made up and
educational policy is defined.

School development plan is a managerial
tool, therefore it has to:

assistants and operational staff);
» Encourage mutual understanding of the goal
(long-term, mid-term, short-term);
e Be based on a wish to make the plan
operational;
e Direct;
» Promote the activity;
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e Be stable;
» Be self-restoring;
» Facilitate decision-making.
Development plan has clear:
» Tasks (what do you want to do and why?);
 Priorities (value navigators);
* Objectives (Where do you pursue to be?);
» Actions (how will you implement your actions
and follow-up progress?);
* Resources (which resources and whose
support do you need? how much will it cost?);

e Responsibility (who must be involved
into planning, and who is responsible for
implementation?)
» Time frames-deadlines (how much time will it
take?);
e Monitoring processes (how will
monitoring be carried out and how will results
be assessed?);
» Assessment criteria (stage, level, %);

What is the most important is that the results
of Development plan have been shown clearly,
and they could have been measured and assessed
using available or specially developed tools
(surveys, questionnaires, and various feedback
forms).

Results of external expert evaluation are
being rested upon when the Development plan is
elaborated, or normally affect as follows:

1. Do a case study, which is provided by each
teacher and methodical associations of school,
then group discussion takes place, individual
and group priorities are defined and goals for
planned changes are outlined.

2. Identify right goals. They should not
be many; however they should be solvable,

This approach
is an essential condition for defining and
implementing the development plan, that lead
to the changes.

3. Elaboration of Development plan is a
search of answers to the questions; the answers
allow posing line of school activity, that should
be documented.

When Development plan is under elaboration,
degree of anticipated participation of teachers,
school staff, parents and students in its
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implementation is defined, means and success
criteria according to which education quality
performance improvement will be evaluated
need to be defined as well.

4.To form tasks one can use SMART-card. One
must avoid tasks which are too ambitious because
it can undercut success of the Development plan.
Therefore, it is essential to assess practicability
of tasks and choose those achievable if means
and resources available are used.

5. School development indicators control
achievement of development goals, they should
be defined as quantitatively so qualitatively. For
example, school development indicators can be
structured and provide school self-evaluation by
the following indicators:

1. Indicators of
management efficiency.

2. Indicators and characteristics of students
learning achievements level after they complete
each stage of education, approbation in 1, 2, 9
grades or introduction of Integrated educational
program into 7, 8,11,12 grades.

Substantiated Plan of action is one of
mechanisms for organization and management
of school in terms of changing specific indicators,
requiring improvement (for example, school has
a plan of action for sharing experience, plan of
action for professional development, practice
research, etc.) and participation of whole group
in making a joint decision when planning.

Joint leadership and decision-making that
include active support of formal and informal
leaders are key factors of improving school work.
The more group members participate in decision-
making, school development planning, planning
actions to improve particular indicators (teaching,
learning, evaluation, practice study, etc.), the
more innovation processes can be implemented
in school. Therefore, a number of school Clubs
(English language, family reading, dance club,
cinema club) were included into the plan by
parents of children from kindergarten, primary
and high school pupils.

Therefore, staff involved into development and

implementation of Action plan should know:

» What they expect from the plan;

» How will decision be made;

» Objective and content of various meetings;

» How will analysis be carried out;

» Who will take the final decision;

 What will happen when decisions are made,
etc.

» What are deadlines of specific performance.

Action plan can provide several changes and be
focused on improvement of teaching and learning
process, knowledge and experience exchange,
efficient resource use, involvement of parents
in serving the school, regular and persistent
assessment of everyday practice, etc.

Algorithm of Plan of action is based on
answers to the following questions:

» How well do we work?

» How well should we work?

e What else do we want to achieve?

e What should we do to achieve what we have
set?

» How can we assure the efficiency of our plans?
» What needs to be done to keep progress pace?

To understand how effective planning and plan
implementation are taking place, the school has
shaped the plan completion recording system -
monitoring.

The results of strategy realization are
evaluated, and through the monitoring of plan
implementation, some changes can be made in
strategic documents of the organization.

Although planning is a science-based
process, this method is the fastest for initiating
people’s creative work and increasing level of
skills locally. School development plan helps
develop organizing skills in group members,
taking up leading positions within the group,

creating management personnel  reserve.
It contributes to improvement of school
performance through continuous process of

training teachers in the context of cooperation
in working groups towards Development plan
directions. It facilitates positive changes in
practical work of the whole group - from executive
leaders and managers to members of operating
personnel.

within the school of International Baccalaureate

unit (module) planning or educational
programs for teachers, working in the parallel
forms. Process of planning in schools of
International Baccalaureate itself presupposes
that teachers share their experience, discuss and
organize the activity in order to unite process of
teaching and assessment in classes. “Teaching
will lose the depth of conceptual understanding
and research without involving teachers in
planning and development of thematic sections,
which is very essential in MYP!. In addition,
teachers should model the research and students’
thinking abilities, and this comes from their own
work with the thematic sections” (the MYP: From
principles to practice, 2014).
The joint planning method involves the
evaluation and analysis of the unit-planner
teaching experience in the previous year by

]oint planning is a method of lesson and

conducting reflection. All the negative and positive
sides are taken into consideration to further
changes and improvements in the sequence and
the development of the content and materials
of unit-planner. Methods of teaching that have
being used during the year are analyzed in order
to select the most successful ones or to change
the less effective ones. Trilingualism is developing
within the language policy during the lesson; the
activities and language that will be taught during
some moments are discussed.

“Schools*> have to provide time for joint
planning. In MYP schools, time for such
meetings is very important, it should be provided
systematically and effectively, and should involve
all teachers. Time for meetings should be used
to develop horizontal and vertical articulation
of curriculum within and between levels,
between and within subject groups” (MYP: From

! Middle Year Program (MYP) - middle schools in International Baccalaureate

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principles to practice, 2014). On planning issues
and responsibilities division within the groups,
conducting joint planning, Joint Planning Protocol

is filled up.
Presentation of the material in schools of
International Baccalaureate takes place by

involving students into research process, where
students independently study new material with a
natural interest and curiosity that is motivated by
teacher. The whole unit-planner is being developed
so that teaching can be harmoniously combined
with the main phases of research, namely
research, action and reflection. For example, let’s
consider the process of unit-planner on “Chemical
composition of cells”.

In general, at the stage of research students are
looking for information and identify the methods
and scope of activities that they are interested in,
additionally, they enrich theoretical knowledge. In
this particular example, the theoretical part was
made of learning such topics as “Biological value of
water”, “Inorganic elements”, “Organic elements:
proteins, fats, carbohydrates” and “Enzymes”.

Action involves practical work in the
classroom, where knowledge gained during the
research are reflected in the following research
skills: ability to properly organize teacher’s
activities, get data for their research, analyze and
interpret data and make a reflection on the work
by conducting self-examination and considering
possible improvements. During the development
of this particular unit-planner, we have carried
out such practical works as “Protein denaturation
factors”, “Comparison of energy consumption of
carbohydrates and fats”, etc. The practical work
aimed at the development of student’s research
skills, as they complete research projects, as well
as an opportunity for students to get the teacher’s
comments on their activities. The final stage of
the unit is to design and research “The factors
influencing the speed of reaction with enzymes”.
Students individually select enzymes, reaction
substrates and study the factor affecting the speed
of the process by modifying conditions under
which the reaction flows.

Reflection involves a stage of understanding
and processing of the received information, joins
together theoretical and practical part, as well as
the skills learned in this section. Methods of
reflection vary, but in this particular unit-planner

reflection was conducted by writing a scientific
essay.

Research phase is seen not only during the
whole unit-planner, but in the study itself, and
becomes its structure.

Each stage of the unit-planner includes some
form of activity that involves the development
of appropriate skills among students and may be
evaluated at the end of the task. During new unit
planning teachers jointly select the content of
the unit, discuss the skills that will be developed.
Themes of the unit should have a logical
interrelation and elaborate each other. Teaching
methods will be selected to the these skills.
Depending on the selected topics a key concept,
object concepts and the global context are chosen
together passing through all topics of the unit.
The basic concept should be reflected in practical
exercises and tasks for studying the unit through
the lens of the chosen global context. For teaching
the unit-planner on “The chemical composition
of cells” theme we have chosen on “Scientific
and technical innovations”, so all topics were
developed and have been taught through the lens
of the global context.

On the one hand, the key moment while
teaching at the Faculty of Science is an obligatory
introduction of self-study during the lessons. But
on the other hand, the students’ natural interest is
also supported in such a way, when teacher offers
only the general direction of research, and students
choose method and object of study themselves,
depending on their personal preference. During
the development of research activities, teachers
can share their experiences on carrying out the
practical work, and may also be a single pattern.
Students design the research under the proposed
pattern. The main purpose of this method is to
standardize the requirements for research and
visual work design.

Summing up, it can be concluded that the
benefits of joint planning is:

e Exchange of experiences and ideas among
teachers, working in parallel forms;

» Discussion of a unified strategy of teaching;

» Facilitating moderation of ascertaining works
that promotes to effective teaching and planning.

Thus, joint planning of units has a positive
effect on both the professional development of
teachers and research activity of students. e

Design Rubrics” were developed. The extract from
Chapter 5, dedicated to self-regulation and
planning in learning process is shown below. It can
be used for practical application at lessons.

2. Self-regulation and planning

Introduction to competence

In the traditional school a teacher plans lesson,
gives tasks to students, controls their performance
and assesses. To teach a child how to assess own
progress by itself, and to follow a curriculum, a
teacher needs not to tell student what to do, but
cooperate with him/her in a way that a student can
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learn how to assess own learning results by itself
and take responsibility for his/her acts — both in
individual and group context. Such cooperation
prepares future graduate to contemporary labour
process, which supposes minimum of guidance,
and maximum of labour activity personal planning,
and self-regulation of obtained results.

Learning activities that give students the
opportunity to acquire self-regulation skills
must last long enough for students to have the
opportunity to plan their work over time, and
offer visibility into clear learning goals and
success criteria that students can use to plan and
monitor their own work. Teachers can foster self-
regulation skills by giving students working in
groups’ responsibility for deciding who will do
what and on what schedule. In the most successful
learning activities, students receive feedback that
is supportive of students’ progress toward clear

learning goals, and they have the opportunity to
act on that feedback to improve their work before
it is considered final.

Possession of planning skills requires specific
experience and practice: at the beginning of a
project, a teacher should control form and content
of a feedback and later students normally becomes
more confident and independent in this type of
learning work.

Competence development

A learning activity is considered long-term if
students work on it for a substantive period of time.
If the learning activity is completed within a single
class period, there is no time for students neither
to plan the process of their work nor to improve
their work over multiple drafts. Length of time is
a basic prerequisite for students’ opportunity
for self-regulation.

Learning goals

Learning goals define what is to be learned in
this activity and how these goals fit with prior and
future learning. Success criteria are the factors
that will be considered to determine whether the
learning goals have been met.

When students have learning goals and
associated success criteria in advance of
completing their work, it is possible for them to
examine the progress and quality of their own
work as they do it. The teacher might provide
learning goals and associated success criteria to
students, or the class might negotiate the learning
goals and success criteria together to foster more
student ownership. An understanding of these

factors early in the learning activity is another
important prerequisite for students’ opportunity
for self-regulation.

Students plan their own work, performing the
following actions:

» Students break down a complex task into
simpler sub-tasks, or choose the tools they will
use.

« Students create a schedule for their work and
setting interim deadlines.

« A group of students determines how to divide
work among themselves.

« Students decide what pieces of the work will
be done inside or outside of the school building or
the school day.

If a task is long-term but students are given
detailed instructions and timelines, they do NOT
have the opportunity to plan their own work.
Students making decisions about small aspects
of tasks does NOT qualify as planning their own
work.

Students have the opportunity to revise their
work based on feedback when feedback is given
and explicitly used to improve the work before it is
submitted or finalized. Feedback may come from
the teacher or from peers. Students might also
have the opportunity to revise their work based on
their own deliberate process of self-reflection.

Feedback

What does “an effective” feedback mean? It
is more than simple praise - comments do little to
help the student understand what constitutes great
work. Effective feedback should:

Tell the student specifically what he or she is
doing well and offers specific guidance to help move
their learning forward;

Is directly connected to the learning goals and
success criteria;

Helps the student to be more aware of progress
along a learning path;

Leads to reflection and planning of next steps.

t is known that recently there are some

changes made in Kazakhstani educational
system, which are connected with introduction
of multilevel in-service training programmes for
pedagogic staff of the Republic of Kazakhstan. In
order to get high quality education and develop
effective learning environment, focused on a
learner, teachers implement 7 modules of multilevel
programmes.

The trainers of the Center of Excellence within
the framework of post-course support of teachers
found out areas where teachers succeeded and areas
where they should continue to work (Diagram 1).

Diagram 1. Results of lessons survey

What is good?

What should be revised?

To make significant changes in practice;

To increase activity and interest of the students;
To use various strategies;

To obtain feedback from the students;

To work in groups;

To make different tasks;

To prepare resources;

To use visual ICT tools;

To involve students to the assessment.

» To choose the learning objective and success criteria;

» To make the activities and tasks that aimed at achieving
the goal of learning;

» To improve the quality of group work;

e To use feedback to increase the quality of students
learning;

» To perform self-assessment in order to teach the
students how to learn;

» To perform formative assessment in order to analyse
students’ comprehension.

To develop the identified areas aimed at
improvement, the teachers are required to review
the process of lesson planning.

Planning is a process, connected with defining
tasks and actions, as well as an effective allocation
of resources that helps achieving the goals. As
better and more diversified plan is, as greater
chances teachers have in achieving success. While

planning they are warned about future activities,
its logic order, necessary resources, and about
sufficient time determined to reach the goal. Well
designed plan can forecast obstacles that can occur
in future actions, and in this case an additional
plan can be developed first.

During planning of educational environment
aimed at student’s learning such questions as
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«How will students learn?», «What should be
taught?» «How should they be taught?», «How
learning will be assessed?» should be analyzed.

If a teacher has a deep understanding of these
questions he will be succeeded in planning lessons.
While planning, teacher can face a lot of questions
like: What is a logical structure of a plan? How
should I start and end the lesson? Every teacher
wants to know answers to these questions.

To understand the logical structure of a plan,
teacher should have a look to academic literature,
dedicated to the analysis of the lesson:

e «Development of critical thinking through
learning and writing»: challenge-understanding-
reflection,

» 8 steps of the lesson.

e Steps of the lesson planning, offered by
Meydelin Hunter: teaching—-instructions — what
they have learned - individual experience of
learners.

While analyzing all works it was considered that
any lesson can be divided in 4 parts:

1. Beginning of the lesson - tasks aimed at
students’ attention concentrating, increasing their
activities and interests to the topic, grouping, and

evaluating their knowledge on the topic.

2. Introduction - tasks aimed at students’
understanding the objectives and success criteria
of the lesson (it is considered as an individual step,
because it is important for understanding the goal
and tasks of the lesson and becomes an important
part in students’ self-regulation. This activity
mostly lacks any attention).

3. The main part — general tasks aimed at
achieving goals of learning that includes: students’
self-education, teacher’s explanation, tasks focused
on students’ understanding, feedback, and tasks for
self and mutual assessment.

4. The final part is aimed at getting feedback
from students, conducting the process of
assessment, making conclusion on general steps of
the lesson.

After choosing the relevant format of the lesson,
teacher starts to write detailed plan of the lesson.

Within the framework of the multilevel
in-service training programmes in order to
implement skills of short-term planning, teachers
should answer the questions, shown in Table 1.
Detailed answers help while making effective plan
(Table 3).

Learning objective

To determine the learning objective teacher
defines academic levels of the students (initially,
teacher conducts test, survey or analysis of the goal
of learning, that was discussed on previous lesson).
It is aimed at the students and defines what the
student knows before the lesson.

Several times it was considered that the
learning objective must be SMART. How this
SMART goal can be designed? - this question is
asked by many teachers. The official website of
the University of Iowa in the US offers the works
of Anderson and Krathwohl on determination of
the learning objective, which suggests the method
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that can give an answer to this question. According
to them the learning objective is the sentence that
consists of verbs (activities) and objects (which is
usually a noun).
» Verb is used when there is a cognitive process
(such verbs like to know/to understand/to apply/
to analyze/ to assess/ to develop relate to the
level of cognitive thinking)
e Object means knowledge
understanding and formation.
For example, if we set such goal as «Pythagoras’s
theorem is used while solving tasks», here we
will see a verb - used; and object — Pythagoras’s
theorem.

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To define the learning objective teacher
can consider objectives relating to the subject
and non-subject objectives. The educational
program is significant while defining the learning
objective. The learning objectives that do not
relate to the subject are connected with
development of any main current skills and
the value contributed to the country, teaching
and learning policy of school, or teacher
himself. For example, Nazarbayev Intellectual
Schools develop the policy of three languages
(trilingualism). Thus, while teaching subjects

teachers there define the language objectives.

«The learning objectives and success
criteria» presentation offered by the Ministry
of Education of New Zealand discusses about
the learning objectives relating to the lesson
subject and those used after the lesson.
It was said that «If the Ilearning
objectives are not connected with the
teaching (context) of a certain subject,
then students can use knowledge and skills
obtained in any situations».

When teacher defines the learning objective,
such questions as «Wasn’t it too easy task for
my students? Will my students be able to reach
greater achievements?» must be born in his mind.
According to Hetty, expected results have the
highest influence on students’ academic
achievement.

Success criteria defining (everybody, majority,
some)

The idea of the programme considers the
ways to find students’ talent and work with gifted
students. Up to the present moment, while working
with talented children, attention was paid to the
differentiated tasks. Therefore, after determining
the learning objective, success criteria are
developed; different students achieve them at
different level. Success criteria that can be achieved
by all students is a low level; success criteria that
can be achieved by majority of students is an
average level; and only some students can
achieve high level. Certain aims of learning give
an opportunity to understand what skills and
knowledge he needs to achieve the aims of learning
(teachers conduct formative assessment, students
— self-assessment). It is important that students
understand both the success criteria and the
learning objectives.

Planning of interactive tasks to achieve the
learning objectives

When the learning objectives and success criteria
are determined, teacher develops tasks that help
him to achieve the learning objectives. Tasks are

strategies/instructions on its implementation. It is
better when student uses high order thinking skills.

The reason for this is that, if teacher provides
tasks of low order skills, then it will limit student’s
thinking skills. At the same time, when teacher
develops tasks of high order, he can identify the
gifted and talented students. Teacher can develop
several tasks that help him to achieve the aims
of learning. When teacher selects the task, he
should answer the following question «What result
the students may achieve after completing this
task?».

Planning of assessment to support students’
learning

Teacher can plan self and mutual assessment.
The main idea of mutual assessment is not students’
assessment of each other, but learning from each
other.

In addition, teachers plan the way of obtaining
feedback (oral or in written form) from the students
and develop special tasks and questions to assess
what students have understood.

Planning of general assessment in achieving
the learning objectives

When teachers put marks into the journal at the
end of the lesson, they may ask «What I put the mark
for?». Student receives the mark for his individual
work. Student gets the mark according to the success
criteria. At the end of the lesson teacher (tasks
performed at the beginning of the lesson are focused
on the qualitative performance of the task at the end
of the lesson) can plan any individual tasks that help

to identify students’ achievements (tests, individual
tasks, open questions for defining understanding).
The formative assessment is applied in respect to
the group work. However, if the group work and its
results allow assessing skills of all group members, it
summative assessment can be used.

Planning of resources

After tasks planning, which are focused on
achieving the learning objectives, teacher defines
resources, necessary for its implementing. In
some cases, tasks offered for implementing, can

be inaccessible or can require additional time or
resources. In this case, teacher must reconsider the
tasks.

Time

When teacher defines all activities it is
recommended to review his plan once again. Are 45
minutes enough to conduct the planned activities?
Does this time include activities aimed at organizing
everything, including instructions, feedback,
conclusions, group units and acquaintance with
resources?

Thus, while planning the lesson, teacher
will follow recommendations, offered in this
article, he can create learning environment
focused on a student. Thinking about the
plan of the lesson, including the aim
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determination, criteria of success, tasks and
resources selection, time management, strategies
assessment teacher directs all those aspect
to the common aim. All these aspects show
that the students achieve high Ilevel of
self-regulation.

Lectures have traditionally served as “the
primary method of instruction” (Young et al.
2009: 41) when teaching large groups of students in
educational settings such as colleges, universities
and institutions. Reputational concerns about
the effectiveness of lectures in facilitating deep
learning (Biggs and Tang, 2007) and maintaining
student concentration/interest have resulted in
professionals seeking ways to “energise” their
lectures with active learning methods. This
article presents a suite of practical strategies that
professionals can integrate into their day-to-day
planning to purposefully engage and educate large
numbers of ‘lecture learners’ [students] as opposed
to simply entertaining them (Murray, 1997).

Exploring “the large lecture”
Sloman and Mitchell (2002: 2) assert that large

lectures have been employed for hundreds of
years as a platform for disseminating ideas and
knowledge”. Described as “the teaching method
most widely used in universities throughout
the world“ (McKeachie and Svinicki, 2006: 57),
large lectures are typically categorised as the
“chalk-and-talk” component of a programme
where the one-way transmission of course
content from professionals to students occurs.
This classical teaching-learning scenario can be
readily contextualised with professionals verbally
communicating concepts and facts at the front
of a room/hall/theatre, and students passively
receiving and encoding this in their memories as
they feverishly take notes (Hackathorn et al. 2011).

Despite there being a range of styles, approaches
and formats, there are numerous criticisms
of the large lecture serving as an effective
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“learning vehicle’ for students, in part due to the
passive method of learning that large lectures
characteristically promote (Michel et al. 2009).
In recent years recommendations from academic
literature, research findings, professional bodies
and the “voice” of students have advocated a shift
in instructional focus to include the student in
the educational process through the promotion
of active learning. But what is meant by “active
learning”?

Active learning

Prince (2004: 223) suggests that active learning
is generally defined as any instructional method
that engages students in the learning process.
Advocated by the likes of Dewey (1924), Kolb
(1984) and Bruner (1990), Race (2002) describes
active learning as “learning by doing”. It is
personally believed that active learning refers

to activities that promote student activity and
engagement in the learning context, be it a
classroom or a lecture theatre. Glasson and
Lalik (1993) build on this assertion, arguing that
learning at any level is a constructive process that
requires active participation by both the student
and professional. Within the context of large
lectures, active learning is of real importance,
particularly when one considers that adult
learners can keep tuned into a lecture for no more
than 15 to 20 minutes at a time, and this is at the
beginning of the class” (Middendorf and Kalish,
1996: 2). Making large lectures as interactive as
possible with multiple rest periods and activities
is thus crucial if professionals want to improve
learning attitudes and assure higher levels of
student attention and retention (Jenkins and
Pepper, 1988). But how can professionals make large
lectures “active”?

Details

Display a question relating to the focus of the lecture on your
PowerPoint presentation for students to discuss as they enter and
settle into the lecture space.

Display an interesting image/picture/object/word/ quotation
associated with the focus of the lecture — can students guess its
significance? Ensure that you refer back to this somewhere during the
course of the lecture, explaining its importance!

Engage students in quick ‘icebreakers’ or subject-matter ‘warm ups’
that promote dialogue, build peer relationships and establish a
productive ‘mood’ for learning in the lecture space.

Get students to talk to their peers about what they want to learn from
the lecture. Get them to write this down. At the end of the lecture get
students to review their learning — did they learn what they wanted to
learn or did they learn something different?

Propose a difficult or open-ended question to the cohort. Get students
to individually think about the question for a minute and then

‘pair up’ to discuss their views. The -(Square)- adds an extra step

Engage students with a short quiz, exercise, value line or game to
survey their assumptions and attitudes.

“Engaging and educating, not entertaining”: planning for active large lectures

“Open with a provocative question, startling statement, unusual
analogy, striking example, personal anecdote, dramatic contrast,
powerful quote, short questionnaire...or mention of a recent news
event.” (GSASTC, n.d.: 1) to “spark” some critical thought in students,
be it internal or external.

Offer students a mixture of presentation types (Prezi, PowerPoint),
overheads, pictures/images, video clips, music/sounds and websites to
‘break up’ what they see and hear.

Research suggests that eating about once per hour actually promotes
learning. Get students to pass round small bags of sweets or party
snacks (purchased by professionals and/or students) to help refocus
their attention.

“Pause for a few minutes two or three times during an hour lecture to
allow students to consolidate notes and develop questions about the
material being presented” (CfLT, 1993: 2).

Encourage students to use wireless laptops, mobile phones, personal
response devices (“clickers”) or Twitter to communicate with
professionals to ask questions, respond to questions or give feedback
(Morrow and Friel, n.d.).

“Arouse student interest and promote memorable learning by
employing classroom demonstrations” (Eison, 2010: 9). These could
be in the form of an experiment, survey, simulation or an analysis of
secondary data.

Canvass students’ opinions on aspects of the lecture focus through a
show of hands or coloured/lettered voting cards, the stamping of feet
or a collective ‘clap’ of students’ hands.

Working in pairs, get students to summarise for the other the main
points in a short article, extract, case study, scenario or handout
(different sections or sources) that they have been given time to read
in the lecture space.

Get students to individually write a 3 minute “micro-essay” that
summarises the key points of the lecture, a list of key words (between
5 and 7) that define or describe the subject matter you have covered,
or a Review Haiku.

...select the best response to a problem or situation — A, B or C.
...identify an error in the answer given to a previous exam question.
...complete a sentence with a chosen key word.

...support a statement with reference to relevant academic theory
previously discussed.

...reorder the points in a central argument relating to the focus of the
lecture.

...rephrase an idea/concept in layman’s terms.

Engage students with a quick-fire revision game based on television
game show formats such as Jeopardy, Who Wants to Be a Millionaire?
or Blockbusters.

opportunities for dialogue between students to promote active learning.

e Plan short active learning opportunities (2-3 minutes) to initially build
confidence (both students and professionals).

e Establish clear expectations about students’ participation in planned active
learning opportunities, emphasising that they “only get out what they put in”.

e Be positive - trying any new instructional approach will always entail a certain
level of risk (but it will be worth the risk!).

‘Activating’ large lectures

There are numerous ways in which professionals
can make their large lectures active for their
students. Revell and Wainwright (2009: 209)
suggest that “active learning involves discussion,
problem solving, presentations, group work such
as buzz groups, brainstorming, role plays, debates
- anything that gets students interacting with each
other and engaging with the lecture material”.
Table 1 summarises a selection of the vast arsenal
of strategies available for professionals to choose
from.

Dealing with the difficulties of active
learning in large lectures

Professionals understandably cite a number of
difficulties in using active learning strategies in
large lectures which hinder them from integrating
them into their practice. A selection of these is
presented in Table 2 with practical suggestions to
positively deal with these difficulties.

Conclusion

This article set out to present a suite of practical
“active learning” strategies that professionals
could integrate into their day-to-day planning to
purposefully engage and educate large numbers
of “lecture learners”. It is important to remember
that active learning is not simply “fun and games”

(Mintz, n.d.: 1) - there is no point just “doing”
activities for activities’ sake; they should facilitated
by professionals as an integral part of the learning
experience, providing students with opportunities
to apply and reflect on what is being learned.

Herrington and Herrington (2006) argue that
the benefits of active learning in lectures are
maximised when activities are authentic and
reflect how knowledge is used in real life, when
students have opportunities to adopt multiple roles
and consider different perspectives, and where
students are required to articulate their thinking
and reflect on the ideas of others. Readers are
“actively” encouraged to be mindful of Herrington
and Herrington’s recommendations when planning
for active learning in their large lectures. ¢

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Lesson planning

All successful lessons start with good planning. In fact, creating
powerful lesson is not that simple which demands rigorous
considerations. Moreover, it is unease to delineate what constitute
efficient lesson designing is, unless we deconstruct the practice of

lesson planning.

t is from a decade of my experience in

‘lesson study’ that I have the opportunity to
explore the world of the lesson (Suratno, 2012;
2013). Having observed hundreds of classroom
practices, I believe that the realm of the lesson
is both complex and uncertain. A lesson is
dynamic which involves inter-relationship of
teacher-content-learner (Kansanen, 2003). This

intertwining determines the cognitive (thinking
and feeling), social (interpersonal relation)
and ethical (identity formation) functions that
establish the classroom interaction. Hence, a
lesson could be considered as a living thing that
is growing unexpectedly (IDC]J, 2011). It implies
that teachers should continuously adapt to
classroom realities.
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Though I believe that teachers have made
invaluable efforts to improve their practice, it
was not that helpful unless they have seen a
good example resulted from a careful lesson
planning. It means that the key challenge in
harnessing professional learning, such as lesson
study, is raising teachers’ awareness to prevent

haste preparation.
The apparent problem in lesson planning
In Indonesia, lesson planning involves
teachers to conscientiously make interpretation
and appropriation towards the curriculum,
content, students’ development and other factors
related to the lesson. Accordingly, teachers

plan the lesson which covers description of
the objective of the lesson; method, media and
teaching sequence; and evaluation. However,
a closer look at the practice of lesson planning
revealed inherent challenges (IDCJ, 2011).

First, the mismatched formulation between
the competence of the curriculum and the
objective of the lesson. The former constitutes
the expected students’ ability underpinning the
overall arrangement of the topic taught. Thus,
the objective of each lesson should be formulated
in line with the certain competence embedded
in a topic. Nonetheless, many teachers tended
to plan the lessons separately; they planned for
‘today’s lesson’ only.

Second, the abstract description of classroom
activity.  For teachers who were lack in
considering the complexities of the lesson, they
were unable to conceive their students’ learning
expression and expectation. For them, lesson
planning became just a recipe of their action. In
effect, their students showed disengagement to
the lesson.

Third, superficial evaluation. Teachers often
administered test at the end of the lesson to
score their students. However, it might hinder
teachers to make sense their students’ learning:
what students have experienced, how they come
to understand, and how they perceived the
difficulties. A good evaluation is when a teacher
constantly measures and gives attention to each
student in order to make appropriate judgment
and intervention toward students’ learning
reality.

Substantially, those problems were rooted
from the improper analysis of content being
taught. There even many teachers tended to

be bent to the textbook which is by no means
appropriate or inappropriate. = Moreover,
Indonesian educators stereotyped that a good
lesson is the one that exactly the same as it
was planned. These constraints have distracted
teachers as it dangerously imposed them to: 1)
become inattentive to their students’ interest and
needs; and 2) practice transmission of knowledge
instead of construction of understanding. Thus,
students would inevitably recognise learning
as memorising of which it is perceived as the
best way to perform in the classroom. However,
students were gradually intrigued against this
situation: “Why should I sit and listen to such
meaningless information”; and “What is the
benefit of the lesson for my daily life”. These
students’ feeling reflects that teachers have
made inefficient planning.

Developing framework of lesson planning

From the numerous classroom observations,
I found several good lessons which indeed came
from a well crafted lesson designing. Having
learnt from both failure and successful lessons,
I propose the framework of lesson planning. As
depicted in Figure 1, the heart of the framework
is the dynamic relation among objective of the
lesson, strategy and evaluation.

At the outset, a good lesson started when a
teacher enacted the so called repersonalisation.
By this, a teacher positioned his/herself as a
learner who is studying the content. In doing
so, s/he asked: “What is the essence of this
content?”; “Why should I study it?”; and “How
I find my own way to study it?” This is helpful
for teachers not only to understand better the
content but also to grasp the possible difficulties.
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By experiencing the content, teachers
could sense the embedded competencies and
chart the content taught before and after the
present lesson. The ability to discern the focus
of each lesson enables teachers to formulate
the objective of the lesson. For instance, in
Indonesian primary science curriculum, the
topic of ‘Plant’ is being taught to the second and
third graders. A careful analysis could specify
the focus of each grade’s competencies. For the
second graders, the objective is the students
are able to differentiate themselves with the
plant, while the third graders are expected to
understand the diversity of plants in terms of
root and shoot system.

Repersonalisation leads to  concrete
formulation of the objective of the lesson which
consists of the description of content, learning
activity and evaluation. In the case of the third
grade science, one of the objectives of the lesson
might be: “Through the observation of fibrous
root and taproot, students are able to draw plants
with appropriate root types”. In this example,
the observation represents the main activity;
root is the content; and drawing is the expected
outcome (evaluation).

In order to achieve the objective, teachers
should identify students’ prior knowledge and
conceive various students’ reactions in the
classroom (projection). It means teachers make
prediction and anticipation to the possible
students’ responses. This is important since the
teachers could enter into the student’s world
as to make sense various ways of supporting
each student’s learning. In the case of plant
root, for students it is not easy to notice the
difference between fibrous and taproot due to
the typical branch pattern. There would be the
following responses from the students: there
is no differences or failure to differentiate. The
intricacies of both root’s branches, and the
ambiguity of main taproot and its branch might
confuse the students. To help the students,
teacher might trim the root’s branches as
a way to make distinguishable appearance.
This anticipation might function as teacher
support for evaluating students’ progress in
understanding the diversity of plant root. When
the students could draw the plant with its correct
root beautifully, it signs how meaningful and
satisfied the students are.

Once the objective of the lesson and the
students’ expectation have been constructed,
teachers could develop the instructional strategy:
teaching sequence and learning trajectory. The
former could be in the forms of problem or task

and the latter chart the predicted students’
response to the given problem or task. The
teaching sequence and learning trajectory are
mediated by the anticipated supports in the form
of instructional media and classroom interaction
(individual guidance, group work and classroom
presentation).

Designing the instructional strategy usually
starts from backward mapping: it proceeds from
the expected students’ expression. From that
point, teachers figure out the idea on how to
achieve such goal (progression). For example, in
order for students to be able to draw the plant
with its appropriate root, teachers could provide
the activity to observe and differentiate the types
of root as well as discuss the association between
root and shoot system. It might lead students
to draw plants with appropriate root, stem and
leaf. To do so, teachers could present pictures or
plants specimen as media used for group work.

Once the main activity has been arranged,
it is important for teachers to conceive how to
make an inviting lesson. Starting the lesson
means engaging students to enter into the main
activity. In this lesson for example, teachers
could ask students, e.g. by saying “Let’s draw
beautiful dandelion and grass.”

Every good lesson has its thread that
constitutes the life story of the lesson. To feel
its story line, teachers ought to repersonalise
the arranged strategy to sense the up and
down of students’ learning. There is a moment
when students are in difficulties and there is a
phase when the students make breakthrough.
This backward-forward mapping is important
to recognise the expected trajectory that leads
to foster students’ learning progression. If the
teacher is satisfied with the story line, it is
possibly interesting and engaging lesson for the
students.

Concluding remarks

A good teacheris a design thinker who believes
that every lesson is unique so that it is impossible
to reproduce a lesson for similar level at the
same time. In addition, s/he is also a reflective
practitioner who constantly imagines one or two
of their students while doing lesson planning. By
doing ‘acting like students, imagining student(s)
and learning from students’, teacher sharpens
his/her sense and intuition when making
pedagogical decision which close to the reality
of the classroom.

It is indeed no single best lesson, yet there
are rooms for improvement. Therefore, the role
of efficient lesson planning that constitutes
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Reframing lesson planning

both design thinking and reflective practice of
a teacher is of paramount importance (Suryadi
and Suratno, 2014). The framework briefly
discussed above provides intellectual tools for
teachers in designing the lesson by reflecting
on the intricacies inherent in the formulation of

the goal, strategy and evaluation derived from
understanding their students. Finally I would
argue that attempts to gauge efficient lesson
planning that neglect the very nature of student’s
learning, development and expectation would be
unacceptable. ¢

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Effective Planning:
Classroom Management

This article eludes the reader to the kind of planning that should
be executed to ensure that successful classroom management is
accomplished. In addition, it defines classroom management and
outlines the importance of classroom management as a crucial part of
the planning process. The main components of classroom management
will be provided. Added to this, a brief overview of the recommendations
and rules identified by some researches are proffered that makes
a classroom manageable.

lassroom management is perceived

in different ways. In other words,
classroom management entails various
aspects and implies different things to
different people. Its main purpose however
is to enable best teaching and learning
practice or best educational practice within
the classroom to achieve improved and
sustainable student outcomes (Eggen &
Kauchak, 2010). Classroom management
facilitates two crucial considerations
that being, student engagement and
teamwork (Wong, 1988) as well a prolific
working environment for educators
(MacDonald & Healy, 1999) that fosters
learning for all. In order to ensure the
above, classroom management is enabled through competent educators use to enable an energising
effective planning of methods and strategies that and a welcoming environment.
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Defining Classroom Management

Classroom management is defined
as the methods and strategies an
educator uses to maintain a classroom
environment that is conducive to student
success and learning. Although there are

many pedagogical strategies involved
in managing a classroom, a common
denominator is making sure that students
feel they are in an environment that allows
them to achieve (McCreary, 1999-2015).

ABOUT CLASSROOM MANAGEMENT

Amongst the many factors that influence
student performance, classroom management
is an important criterion affecting student
performance because learners cannot focus and
concentrate on their learning in a disorganised
and noisy classroom (Marzano & Marzano, 2003).
Effective classroom management ensures learner
engagement in classroom activities with marginal
distractions that impede the achievement of
the learning outcomes within the expected time
frame of a lesson (Emmer & Evertson, 1981). An
educator’s success is dependent on the level of
planning implemented to ensure best teaching and
learning practice. This kind of planning ensures
classroom organisation and management during
the first semester in which an educator enables a
culture conducive to learning and high expectations
(http://www.pgcps.org/~elc/gameplan.htm, n.d).

Effective classroom management is vital to
ensure that your learners are welcomed, in other
words, they adapt and adopt the culture you wish
to build into the wellbeing of your classroom. So
your first day and during your first month should
provide good and lasting beginnings that sustains
your effectiveness throughout the term/semester
and the year (Evertson & Emmer, 1982). Therefore,
to ensure a problem free classroom, your plan
should be inclusive of ways to eradicate the
obstacles, but more so, to prevent problems from
occurring (Evertson & Emmer, 1982). Linsin (2011)
agreed that “That the purpose of a classroom
management plan is to hold students accountable
for misbehavior - without having to yell, scold or
lecture”. Therefore, classroom management has
nine essential components that educators need
to observe when drawing up their plan. These
components include the following: establishing
a positive climate, organising your classroom,
developing rules, routines and procedures,
assigning and managing work, preparing for

instructions, managing behaviour and maintaining
momentum (Prince George’s County Public
Schools, 2013).

ELEMENTS/COMPONENTS OF CLASSROOM
MANAGEMENT

1. ESTABLISHING A POSITIVE CLIMATE

When learners feel free, happy and involved,
learning is enhanced. However, when learners
are uncomfortable and distracted, learning is
hampered (Marzono et al., 1992).

€Tips:

Encourage and maintain high expectations
e Continuously reinforce high achievement;
» Rewards students with good praise;
e Promote good attire and respect.

Know your students
» Activate prior knowledge in activities;
e Enable inclusiveness in activities
experiences.

Engage all learners in the learning process
» Devise strategies that give all learners an equal
opportunity to participate and draw out quiet
learners in subtle ways.

and

2. ORGANISE YOUR CLASSROOM
Allow for ease of access, comfort, friendly and
open learning environment.

€Tips:

Furniture arrangements that enhance
learning
e Allow free movement for the educator and
learners;
e Arrange seating to ensure visibility,

accessibility and less distraction.

Prepare a seating chart
e For those learners that arrive and finding their
seats.

Materials and Assignment management
» Create and label special folders
assignments;
 Use a fixed location for materials that is easily
accessible.

Create a bulletin board that enhances
learning
» Create advertising spaces that are appropriate,
enlightening, artistic and associated to their
learning.

3. DEVELOPING RULES, PRACTICES AND
GUIDELINES

It is critical that educators have rules that guide
student behavior and guidelines for understanding
the working expectations. These rules and
guidelines should be line with school’s code of
conduct.
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€Tips:

Express fair expectations
e Produce clear concise rules;
e Involve the Ilearners in
understanding the rules;
 Highlight the rules through practice.

Develop practices and processes consistently
» Identify precise activities and provide clear
and specific instructions to enable execution
(e.g. call attention, quieting the class, answering
questions, handing in assignments);
» Be consistent in these practices.

Create a system of reward and sanctions
e Rewards students all the time;
» Ensure that sanctions (consequences) are
realistic, applied regularly and properly.

4. DISPENSING AND ORGANISING WORK
Assignments should have instructional
objectives and provides opportunities for further
learning, enhancing of skills and lesson content.
Educators should have systems that provide
appropriate assignments and oversee their work.
€Tips:
Enhance student accountability to learning
e Ensure that students understand the what,
how and why.
e Provide clear instructions for assignments;
e Observe the handing in of assignments and
the competency gained in knowledge and skills;
» Give feedback on time;
» Create realistic policy for make-up work.
Create and apply a fair grading system
» Grading must be consistent with the school’s
policy;
e Document
assessments;
« Document student progress;
e Document grades and daily attendance;
» Enable self-assessment (monitoring) practice.

5. PREPARING FOR INSTRUCTION

When learners are actively involved in learning,
they are concentrating on the task at hand and
there are fewer distractions. Effective educators
plan interesting lessons that engage learners all
the time.

€Tips:

Plan for long-range units
instruction
e Include the following: Purpose and outcomes
of instruction, the necessary learning for
outcomes to be achieved and the instructions to
be followed to enable achievement of learning
outcomes;
» Use relevant resources such as: curriculum

and daily

guides, textbooks, internet resources etc.
Develop plans that encompass best practice

for the delivery of instruction

e Analyse the strengths and weaknesses of

students;

» Develop lesson plans from the curriculum

based on the needs of the students;

e Build on prior knowledge and lessons and

ensure clarity;

» Consider materials and activities based on the

needs, interests and skills of the learners;

» Ensure experiential learning;

» Evaluate students on the completion of the

stated objectives.

6. MANAGING BEHAVIOUR

Effective teachers manage misbehavior through
consistency and preventative responses.

€Tips:

Be proactive
e Find the source of the problem and create
guidelines that limits repetition;
» Evaluate student’s participation and behavior
from a close distance;
» Be a role model and behaviour appropriately
in front of learners;
» Enforce class rules and sanctions;
e Carry out the conflict resolution plans to
reinforce discipline;
» Use oral and unspoken (non-verbal) cues to
revert wrongful behaviour.

Be consistent
e Ensure that all misbehavior is followed up
through the school’s behavior management plan
and learner’s code of conduct;
» Discuss all positive and negative behavior with
parents and learners;
 Employ appropriate sanctions;
o Apply immediate corrective action;
e Enable learners to recognise their improper
behavior and its consequences;
» Use unbiased language when behavior needs
to be modified.

7. MAINTAINING MOMENTUM
Through the progression of the year, remain
focused and maintain the desire to achieve and
improve.
€Tips:
Expect the unexpected
e Ensure that your plan take into account
obstacles and distractions that could happen.
Build a culture of Excellence
e Encourage lifelong learning;
e Rewards and encourage high achievement.
Reflect and seek out support
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e Build from your past and pick up new
disciplines;
e Ask assistance from veteran educators,
mentors and administrators;
« Enhance your professional development.

Take care of yourself
e Enhance your time and task management
skills;
» All work and no play make Jack/Jill a dull man/
woman. So relax and manage stress;
» Award yourself and take time off.

These recommendations enable best classroom
management but some authors have provided
recommendations and rules that will assist
educators when they are devising their classroom
management plans. It will also enable a good
beginning and a good classroom culture.

RECOMMENDATIONS

Researchers at the University of Texas
(Evertson & Anderson, 1980; Evertson & Emmer,
1982) provided 5 recommendations to enable
educators to get off to a good start. They are as
follows:
1. An important consideration for the first week
is to establish the norms and values that will
guide the behavior of the classroom. In other
words, telling the learners what is acceptable
behaviour and what is unacceptable behaviour.
Itis also important to relate to students what the
daily routine will comprise of. More important
that unacceptable behavior has consequences
and that sanctions will be applied to those who
do not conform to the rules and procedures that
apply.
2. Work with all the students in the first two
weeks, so that collaboration and camaraderie
can be established. Groups needs to cohesive, so
try to enable participation from all the learners
during an activity.
3.Create opportunities for all learners to
respond and find ways of drawing out the quieter
learners and making them comfortable so as to
diminish their fears. To enable learners to head
(address) their daily work with their name and
date, to enable consistency, this must done
daily until it is no longer needs to be expressed.
Provide the learners with regular feedback to

enable successful accomplishment of the task
that you want them to complete.

4. Use a range of interesting, fun and energising
activities during the first two weeks, to ensure
that you maintain their attention. This is also
advantageous in that it makes it easier for the
learners to review information they have learnt
before.

5. Record the progress on students on a regular
basis; ensure that all learners are participating
successfully and that learning has taken place
and that they have achieved the learning
outcomes of the lesson. Pay attention to those
who lag behind and provide assistance to those
learners who need additional attention.

Involve all the learners in classroom activities
so that they can all feel part of something (part
of a whole) in order to get your class to be
functional and off to a cooperative start (Evertson
& Anderson, 1980; Evertson & Emmer, 1982).

RULES

There are many rules that can enable a good
classroom management plan. Linsin’s (2011:54)
classroom management plan provides four concise
rules that are easy for learners to understand are
‘do-able’.
» Listen and follow directions;
« Raise your hand before speaking or leaving
your seat;
» Keep your hands and feet to yourself;
» Respect your classmates and your teacher.

CONCLUSION

To conclude, lesson planning is crucial to the
delivery of best teaching and learning practice.
A well prepared educator is confident and
competent. He/she is ready to provide the learners
with a great learning experience and surrounds
the learning environment with a positive aura.
Therefore,lesson planning, deliveryand classroom
management are skills that need investigation
into the nature and type of classroom that
individual educator experiences. Consistency in
executing the classroom management plan is vital
and together with lesson planning and delivery
of these elements of teaching and learning,
continuous evaluation and modification must be
applied when required (Linsin, 2011). ©

PLANNING HOW TO FACILITATE

teachers’ transformative learning within the context

of multilevel programmes

In—service training Programmes for the
pedagogic staff of the Republic of Kazakhstan
on the third, second and first levels (Programme)
introduce secondary school teachers to the new
teaching and learning ideas within the professional
development training sessions run by the trainers
of the Center of Excellence and other Professional
Development Institutions in Kazakhstan. One of
the key ideas of the Programme for the teachers
is to reflect critically on the content suggested
within the seven Modules of the Programme and
by changing the meaning perspectives on various
issues related to their teaching practice bring about
changes in their classroom in order to enhance
students’ learning. Mezirow (1991) defines the
process of changing the meaning perspectives
or taken-for-granted frames of reference as
transformative learning (p.7-8).

But can transformative learning be planned or
enhanced and if yes, how? These questions will be
addressed in this article by referring to Mezirow’s
transformative learning theory (TLT) and practical
examples from my own experience as a trainer
within In-service training Programmes for the
pedagogic staff of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Theoretical framework

Mezirow (1991) defines transformative learning
(TL) as “the process by which we transform our
taken-for-granted frames of reference (meaning
perspectives, habits of mind, mind-sets) to make
them more inclusive, discriminating, open,
emotionally capable of change, and reflective
so they may generate beliefs and opinions that

will prove more true or justified to guide action”
(Mezirow and Associates, 2000, pp.7,8).Inhis theory
Mezirow (2000) uses such concepts as a meaning
perspective, a frame of reference, habits of mind
and points of view (p.18). Meaning perspectives
or frames of reference refer to the structures of
assumptions through which we understand our
experiences (Mezirow, 1997, p.5). According to
Mezirow (1997) a frame of reference encompasses
cognitive, conative, and emotional components,
and consists of two dimensions: habits of mind
and a point of view (p.6). Habits of mind are defined
as “broad, abstract, orienting, habitual ways of
thinking, feeling, and acting” which are influenced
by cultural, social, educational, economic,
political, or psychological assumptions (Mezirow,
2000, p.17), while a point of view encompasses
a “complex of feelings, beliefs, judgments, and
attitudes we have regarding specific individuals
or groups” (p.6). In his book Fostering Critical
reflection in adulthood Mezirow (1990) emphasizes
the role of critical reflection in the discourse as a
means for improving our understanding and the
quality of our actions (p.5, 10, 11).

To sum up, Mezirow’s and others publications
of TLT, including the varied critique of the theory,
give the insight in how adults learn by means of
transforming their acquired and taken-for-granted
frames of reference through critical reflection of
assumption and rational discourse.

Trainer’s experience: how to facilitate
transformation

The analysis of 121 teachers’ responses within

the Action Research project conducted in 2012
and 2013 shows that one of the main teachers’
meaning transformation during the training
period happens in relationship to the third aim
of the Programme: “prepare teachers who have
high level of theoretical and practical professional
competencies” (Program, level 2, p.302). The
findings indicate that due to the TS in the context
of the Programme teachers start realizing the
importance of theory and research-based teaching.
In the interviews teachers report that:

“Now I understand that my teaching practice in
the classroom should be based not on my personal
preferences, emotions and feelings on how to
teach best, but rather than on existing theoretical
perspectives and contemporary research findings”.

“I realized that research and theory not only
provides answers on how to teach more effectively,
but, more importantly, it explains why learning
and teaching should be organized in that way
(in accordance with the ideas of the Programme)
based on the empirical evidence”.

So, what should a trainer think about when
planning transformative learning?

The Programme of the Center of Excellence
(2012), developed in partnership with the Faculty

of Education, University of Cambridge presuppose
the outcome-based approach to planning the
training sessions (TS), since the Programme
explicitly defines the desired learning outcomes for
the teachers by the end of the course (Programme,
2 level, pp.303-304). Therefore, as a trainer of the
branch of the Center of Excellence in Semey, I
argue that one of the ways to facilitate teachers’
transformative learning is through linking learning
outcomes (LO) and continuous formative self-
assessment when planning a TS.

Prgitz’s (2010) research on dominant discourses
related to defining LO identifies two main
convictions among educators: (1) “all learning
cannot be reduced to written pre-specified
statements of learning outcomes” and (2) “it is
impossible to cover all learning by pre-specified
learning outcomes and thereby impossible to
measure all learning” (p. 128). Therefore, firstly,
when planning a TS on a particular topic, I read
carefully the suggested material within the
Programme in an attempt to find the key message
that I plan to deliver to the teachers within the 8
hour TS. I address the following questions when
planning:

What message is the most important for
teachers to understand within a TS? What changes
in the frames of reference do I expect?

What teaching strategy will
contribute to those changes to happen?

How will I understand that the transformation
is happening?

Secondly, I write learning outcomes for teachers,
insuring that by the end of the TS teachers will climb
revised Bloom’s taxonomy ladder (in Anderson &
Krathwohl, 2001, pp. 67-68.). For instance within
the Module Learning to Think Critically (CT) the
following table was used, where it is shown how
LO can be formulated as the Future Tense verbs or
with the help of question words.

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At this point it is also important to mention, that
I always plan questions which will force teachers to
use their reasoning skills. According to Brookfield
(2005) reasoning is the way “to come to common
understandings” (p.56) including formulating
an argument and finding valid and coherent
premises to support that argument. In this case,
using theoretical material and research-based
findings introduced within the seven Modules of
the Programme in the process of reasoning helps

secondary school teachers to transform their
taken-for-granted frames of reference in relation
to various teaching and learning issues.

Thirdly, since Mezirow (1990) argues that
applying a more reflexive approach to studying
might “precipitate transformations” (p.14),
therefore at every session I use continuous
formative self-assessment. Basically, I transfer the
LO to the self-evaluative statements using Present
Tense or can-statements. For instance,

Yes Doubt No

I can refer to theory and contemporary research-based evidence in the

area of CT developing

I can prove, based on theory and contemporary research findings that CT

is important for students

I can choose a subject-related activity aimed at developing CT skills.

I can myself elaborate a subject-related activity aimed at developing CT skills.

However, if the topic is complicated and I
observe that it needs further discussion, I will
use content related self-assessment, where
teachers can actually write answers to the
suggested questions. For example,

How do you understand what CT is?

Name one strategy aimed at developing CT skills.

Explain why the activity is aimed at developing
CT skills by referring to theorists/ theories/
research findings related to CT.

And at the end of the day, the teachers would be
asked to write a short reflective account of a day,
based on the questions: What conclusions have I
come up with today in relation to the topic? What
are my conclusions based on?

Normally, all the self-assessment lists will be
collected at the end of the day in order to use them
as feedback source for the next session.

Conclusion
Having illustrated by the examples
that transformation in teachers’ frames of

reference happens within the Programme, this
article addressed the question whether the
transformation can be planned or enhanced.
Mezirow’s transformative learning theory gives
an insight on how teachers’ transformative
learning might be reinforced by using a more
reflective approach to learning through engaging
in continuous self-assessment on the learning
outcomes of the training session. The practical
examples from the trainers’ own practice might be
used by trainers as guidelines for effective planning
and evaluating a training session. ¢

Making analogies’—
element of effective

PLANNING

E ach teacher tries to plan his activities and
activities of his students in the classroom
in such a way as to make them effective, oriented
to getting a positive result. The effectiveness of
a lesson depends primarily on effective planning.
The competence has been put at the forefront
of education in recent times, leading to new
approaches to the planning of the lesson. The
purpose of the lesson is successful interaction
with students, and it is possible, if the teacher
plans a lesson for a whole class, group, a student,
paying particular attention to the development
of critical thinking and creative imagination.
Language and literature unlike mathematics,
chemistry, physics and natural sciences are often
associated with abstract concepts. For example,

how can one explain the role and importance
of love, friendship, respect for elders, morality,
spirituality, education in human life? Good
teaching is not possible without understanding
the meaning and value of a given concept.
Facing (in a text, in a task) a particular
situation, a person recalls that he has already
experienced this (past experience). But such
memories will help only adult people; a teenager
does not have them yet. Analogies help to
establish a link between the abstract concept and
the real world. When should an educator teach
making analogies? When should an educator
plan teaching? How does analogy influence the
development of capacities for discourse?
Antique philosophers wrote about making
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Making analogies — element of effective planning

analogies, Maria Hesse published a book about
analogies in science in 1966 (1). The scientist
proved that analogies are the greatest force
in research, discoveries and in conceptual
changes. Since early childhood we remember the
analogies: electrons flow- a flow of people to
subway at rush hour, reduction of electrons’ flow
- narrowing of the tunnel in the mountain. Due
to analogies abstract objects can be visualized in
the mind, man not only understands abstractions
better but will remember such samples forever.
When planning writing essays and articles I
plan teaching students and making analogies.
This mobilizes intellectual resources and
teaches creative solutions of complex tasks.
Since planning is not something once and for
all static, teacher should provide activities for
development of experience of creative activity.
You need to focus on important results rather
than on achieving minor goals that can be
enhanced by clearly planned stages of a lesson.
At the first stage of an approach I plan to ask
students about where do they meet analogies
(on maths, physics, biology). They give examples
from textbooks. Then I suggest a scheme of
analogies: two columns are drawn, the right
column includes objects which analogies must
be given to, the left column includes technical
objects, biological objects, inanimate things,
household items, etc. Under the names of
objects the definitions are written with arrows,
showing the relationship between the properties
of objects, which seemed so different in the
beginning. So the metaphors are retrieved
related to real life. Students, using a variety of
connections between objects, can guess how
certain phenomenon occurs. You can also give
a task to come up with a figurative definitions
with paradox (in which common truth falls and
is even ridiculed). Here are some examples of
analogies, paradoxes from essays and articles
of my students: “Health is persistent like a
diamond, or crumbly as graphite”, “Friendship
is like a dog: it can be faithful and can bite”,
“Internet is an abyss that can embrace a person”,
“Language is the sea, combining different species
of fish”, “Language is the flame, warming us;
and it can burn when approaching a dangerous
point”, “Book is a medicine, healing the sick and
drawing away from the real world”, “Quality of
a person is scales, the one outweighs, which is
filled by people”, “Evil is like darkness, and good
is the light. Man can turn the light on and leave
it on, but it can turn it off and form the darkness
around”. Good and evil are like black and white,
yin and yang, like fire and water, like heaven

and earth are opposed to each other and can not
exist without each other», “Language can pierce
you like an arrow”, “Man is a child, devouring
his own father, the nature. Activity of a man,
like a snowstorm, sweeps away everything in its
path”, “A book can be called the second Bermuda
Triangle. If you start to become interested in
it, then you can not find the way out of it”, “A
book is labyrinth with lots of keys to doors”,
“Internet is the main opponent of a book”, “Art
is a bird, if set it free, it will fly high and far, if
put it in a cage, it will suffer and die”, “Book is an
extra source of energy, that does not need large
economic costs”, “Works of art are like grass on
the Earth. There is no any similarities”.

Development of students’ thinking by
analogies allows them to compare similar and
dissimilar things, making new conclusions
about the properties. Ideas collide with each
other, they are mixed, creating new forms, useful
exchange of ideas with others.

Analogies can be used not only in written
works, but also for various purposes, including
problem solving, designing explanations,
building arguments and reasoning. Here is the
beginning part of 9th year student’s essay:

Such
books make man think about life, love and
about way of life. Such books expand horizons,
teach to think, and when person understands
how precious the life is and how it is beautiful,
he seemed to grow wings and he flies through
life knowing his goal and achieving it. There are
books like a cup. From this cup one cannot get
drunk: it is bottomless and filled to the brim
with food for thought”.

The article contains methodical recommendations on the setting
of lesson’s objectives. The relevance of this topic could be explained by
the fact that teachers of comprehensive schools set goals that cannot
be achieved in one lesson and therefore not real. The author presents A
the material using analysis of this subject by scientists, as well as

personal teaching experience.

Drawing on the experience of teachers of
comprehensive schools, observing the
difficulties they experience in drafting medium-
term plan, I concluded that goal setting is difficult
for most teachers. However, the setting of goals
and objectives to the lesson has an important
practical significance, because it influences on the
choice of strategies, methods and techniques of
teaching, and on the selection of tasks that would
lead to achieving the goal.

Teachers when planing the lessons, set goals

for all school-based period, and very often, one
can observe that the goals of the lesson forms
by paraphrasing the themes of the lesson and
selection of teaching methods. In other words, a
teacher set the goal drawing on his work on the
lesson, rather than on what he wants to teach
students. Having conducted multilevel in-service
training courses for teachers, I namely focus on
setting goals, regardless the level of training. The
goal should be aimed at what students must learn
from the lesson. If the learning goal is clear to
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a student, his lesson activity will be more active,
intended and focused on achievement of specific
result. One can increase students’ motivation for
learning through their participation in setting
lesson goals. And if this process takes a lot of time
at first, then in course of time, when students learn
how to correctly set the goal, it will not be time
consuming. After learning of a whole section or
chapter by students it will be easier for them to set
goals.

So what is the goal? According to scientific
sources, goal is supposed, preplanned (mentally
or verbally) result of activity on transformation of
any object.

Fundamental goals

The goal of learning is to achieve what the
teacher wants to teach students, and goal setting
is usually considered in three aspects: educational,
developmental and disciplinary. However, actually,
you see that the goal is the same. And the lesson
that teacher plans, should not be divided into three
different phases. It combines all three aspects and
will be productive due to correctly goal setting.
And which goal may be considered as “correctly
goal setting “? First, the goal should be formulated
through the expected learning result. For example:
e to learn the Pythagoras theorem;

e to learn the orthography of personal verb
endings;

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e to learn the rebellion process under the
leadership of Kenessary Kassymov;
» to learn the quadratic formula.

Second, the development of certain skills
requires more time and it is impossible to develop
them in one lesson. Third, the educational aspect
proceeds through selection of certain tasks to the
lesson and in the form of the work on these tasks.
For example: group work helps foster tolerance, a
sense of respect for classmates’ view, the ability
to handle emotions, etc. Work in pair develops a
culture of dialogue, formation of views. Work on
presentation of one’s own project develops the
ability to defend its position, and acquire public
speaking.

By making conclusions we can emphasize some
key points, which should be taken into account in
goal setting:

» each student needs to be learnt how to grope
for knowledge independently;

» develop specific, really effective skills focused
on final result.

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What is the difference between a task and
a goal? Tasks gives the answer to question:
“Which phases is my goal comprises of? What
should I do to achieve my goal?”. Tasks are an
interim goals that need to be overcome in order
to achieve the lesson goal. They are like steps
breaking of which (during task solving, drafting
tables, work with the card or historical sources),
students achieve the goal.

Recommendations:
» Tasks set to the goal should be in the solving
sequence.
» Solving of task setting is an important moment
that must necessarily lead to the achievement of
goal.
» Before setting the task, consider whether there
are an additional tasks for this goal.

Example:

Goal: to teach students how to write business

letters in consumer services sector.
Tasks:
» to learn the format of business letters;
» to examine the samples of letters on goal;
» to learn how to apply standard phrase of
discussion entrance, address, and conclusion.

Some methods of goal setting

1. Setting SMART goal (by D. Dourdan).

The name SMART is an acronym of the first
letters of English words, naming the appropriate
criteria for the goal:

. . Participants involved in the process of achieving the goal,
S (specific) | The goal should be specific. should understand what is it.

2. Goal setting by B. Bloom.

B.S. Bloom together with the team of researches
has developed one of the first classification
(taxonomy) of educational objectives. This
taxonomy divides educational objectives into three
areas: cognitive, affective and psychomotor, which
can be described with the words “know”, “feel” and

“create” respectively. The goal of taxonomy is to
help teachers to focus on all three areas covering full
education sphere.

B.S. Bloom is an American scientist, author of
€ . . . ., .
Taxonomy of educational objectives: cognitive
domain”.

Levels of learning goals

Students’ activity that demonstrates the level of their

achievement

1. Knowledge: memorization and recall of
learned material

Recalls of the specific dates, facts, terms, rules, formulae,
theories, principles, etc.

2. Comprehension: interpreting the
material, assumptions “what if...”

Explains the facts, theories, principles; describes the
sequences arising from available data, etc.

3. Application: the ability to use acquired
knowledge in specific life situations

Applies laws, theories and formulae, in specific situations, and
uses this knowledge in new situations.

4. Analysis: ability to divide all the
materials into a clear structure

Identifies the relationship between the whole parts, sees errors
in logical description of material, draws distinctions between
facts and consequences, etc.

5. Synthesis: the ability to combine parts to
get something new

Makes charts, tasks by itself; suggests plans for experiments,
research; writes essays, reports, abstracts, etc.

6. Evaluation: ability to evaluate the
importance of a material

Evaluates the importance of a particular product of activity, the
logic of written text composition, etc.
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3. “Goal tree”.

“Goal tree” is a division of the main goal into
tasks, solving of which helps in achieving the goal.
In forming the goal tree it is necessary to consider
that the main goal is the trunk, from which subgoals
are extended, and tasks “grow” on each “branch” of
subgoals. Thus, the “Goal tree” in graphicimage have
aninverted type, i.e. the trunk is on top and crown is
at the bottom. Setting the “Goal tree” can be applied
not only in planning lessons, it is also applicable
in forming of medium-term plan, as it helps to see
various options in goal setting process, to benefit
most from the result. If one build the “Goal tree” in
logical chain, one may get: “I want (lesson goal) -
I can (what students must learn in lesson) -
I do (how students can apply their knowledge in
practice) - I get (final result, which is assessed with
formative and summative assessment)”.

Summing it all up, [ want to go back to the fact
that success of the lesson will depend on the goal
that teacher sets to the lesson. The goal depends
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on the content, methods and forms of work
chosen by a teacher, based on his professional
skills, the level of students’ performance
and opportunities in class. It was long thought
that the lesson goal is the matter of a teacher.
But without knowing the goal, the child
doesn’t understand what he needs to pursue
on the lesson and, consequently, he loses the
interest in education, in general. In the light of
that fact, a teacher should be focusing not only
on correctly goal setting, but also on organization
of goal setting activity by students during the
lesson.

Brian Tracy in his book “Goals!” pointed out
that it is impossible to hit the invisible target. But
if this target is quite clear and you continue to
shoot, then, in the end, you will hit it. ¢

This method of goal setting was first proposed by
Ch. Churchman and R. Ackoffin 1957.

ynamically developing modern society

imposes new requirements and standards
to the modern person. Today the rapid pace of life,
abundant information resources, globalization,
drastic changes in social relations, social and
personal problems require development of entirely
new personal qualities: the ability to find and
process relevant information, to think critically,
to make innovative decisions, to be resilient, and
etc. And therefore, “modern school education is
focused on the interests of the individual, which
is characterized by development of students’
readiness for making conscious choices, taking
independent decisions and responsibility in
participating in social life” (1). Considering the
current requirements Nazarbayev Intellectual
Schools are aimed at “more comprehensive
development of students’ abilities and the
maximum disclosure of their potential» (1). Every
school teacher at his lessons, of course, handles
the objective problem of active development and
implementation of new educational technologies
to meet academic and educational goals at the new

qualitative level.

Today, there are so many different methods,
forms of working and teaching strategies that
in some way they help to improve the quality of
education. Our aim is to choose the most suitable
one to meet specific educational tasks at the
lessons and to plan effectively their application in
practice.

The main objective of my work is to show the
effectiveness of strategies applied in teaching
Russian language. I would like to share my
own experience of working with some teaching
strategies at the lessons.

Before selecting teaching strategies, first of all,
I define the criteria for their application:

1) Will it encourage effective acquisition of
knowledge?

2) Will it improve interpersonal relationships?

3) Will it enhance the learning process?

4) Does it develop critical thinking skills of
students?

Solution of issues, we deal with in our work will
be performed on the example of the lesson in the
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11th grade’s students studying in Kazakh on the
«Modern society: unemployment in Europe and
Russia » topic. But we will not analyze the entire
lesson in details. Based on the topic of our work we
will focus on teaching strategies.

Learning a new topic children were explained
the aims of teaching strategies that would be
applied at lesson: «Just a minute», «Clusters», «Two
rows round table», «Cinquain». Eventually students
realized that it was important to collect, analyze
and to synthesize every piece of information, to
think critically over what they had heard and read,
and to develop their own attitude to the problem
being studied.

At the beginning we applied “Just a minute”
strategy. The students worked in pairs and
within a minute they were sharing with each
other what they had known about the problem of
unemployment. In order to achieve the expected
results children were offered measures of success:
a) disclosure of topic, b) argumentation of answers,
c) clear text structure, d) the variety of speech
patterns and richness of language. When selecting
this strategy, we considered the fact that “goals are
set in the process of discovering new information
when it is applied to existing knowledge” [2].
This work has helped us to determine the level of
children’s “awareness” of the topic and to adjust
the objectives of the lesson, and applied types
and forms of work. During random practice of
«Just a minute” strategy students trained other
objectives: identification of the topic, the main
idea of speech, finding keywords, development
of speaking skills, determination of the type and
style of speech. Besides, children made notes
and included all gained information into their
«Clusters». Significance of “Just a minute” strategy
is the fact that it contributes to development
of such important qualities as listening skills,
responsibility and cooperation.

Thus, for a short period of time (5-7 minutes) a
broad range of teaching and educational tasks was
solved.

To practice “Clusters” strategy children were
given the tasks to work with the text on the topic
of the lesson. It should be noted that the texts
suggested for analysis “contribute to moral and
aesthetic development of the personality and
promote the child’s capacity for reflection, and their
need for it” [3]. Students carried out assignments
to identify semantic units of the text, to establish
cause and effect links between separate semantic
blocks, and to distribute information in certain
categories. In addition, they determine the topic,
the main idea of the text, the author’s position
and prepare questions to the text. The students

discussed the results of the work in groups. Then
the same work was carried out after watching video
on the topic. But, unlike the text, children discussed
the results of work in pairs. The “Clusters” strategy
was a logical continuation of the work on the «Just
a minute” strategy. The “two-round table” strategy
contributed to classification of the material on the
investigated topic.

Reflexive analysis of the work was applied at all
stages of our work, but at the stage of the “double-
row table” strategy, reflection becomes the main
objective of the students. Children are divided
into two groups with the help of a computer
program. The first group is the “inner” circle, while
the second group is the “outer circle”. Students
of the “inner circle” speak out on the issue. They
may use the information received by them at the
lesson. It is preferable to indicate the source of
information and to express their attitude. Students
of the “external” circle record important opinion
of the “inner circle” students, prepare reasoned
comments, make notes of the positive points and
write their wishes. The teacher acts as a liaison
officer. He does not interfere directly in the process,
only fixes the problem and different points of view.
Finally, the teacher asks students to come up with
conclusions orally or in a written form, and then he
shares his own remarks and comments. In the end,
this form of reflection becomes a powerful tool of
students’ cognitive activity, promotes formation
of each student’s own attitude toward the target
material and development of critical thinking
skills.

The final stage of the lesson was “Writing
Cinquain”. From all variety of Cinquains we have
chosen the didactic cinquain of the American
school: the first line is one word, that describes the
Cinquain theme; the second line — two words that
represent description of the symptoms referring to
a selected object in the Cinquain; the third line —
three verbs that describe the characteristic actions
of the object; the fourth line - the phrase of four
words, expressing the author’s personal attitude
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to the described subject; the fifth line- one word -
summary that designates the subject.

This type of work included 3 steps: 1) students
individually constitute the didactic cinquain
with one of the suggested words like man, society,
unemployment, problem, cause, and resolution
which preliminarily have been distributed
among students, so that every word would make
up 2 cinquains, 2) students, who constituted the
cinquain with one and the same word, discuss
the results of work in pairs and denote the best
work 3) authors of the best cinquains read aloud
their cinquains and the whole class defines the
interesting ideas and positive aspects of each
job. As a result of the work carried out within a
short period of time, we had another opportunity

to examine the problem of unemployment.

Thus, all strategies applied in the lesson
are logically linked, arranged in a single line
and complement each other. At every stage of
work, students refer new information to their
views, and in accordance with the categories
of knowledge develop their own attitude and
continue to strengthen their arguments. Every
time different types of work are combined:
individual, group work and pair work. Skillful
combination of different methods, forms of work
and teaching strategies ultimately contributes to
the development of students cognitive interests,
effective absorption of new knowledge and
critical understanding of the information that
students received.

he most effective way to develop students’

personal qualities is to apply an integrated
model of criteria-based assessment. The process of
teaching tendency is considered as a “performance
venue” where students can demonstrate respective
and kind relationships, develop human personality,
formtheskillsthatmakethemliterateandsuccessful
people in future. Due to the fact that in Russian
classes the subject is taught in the second language

(Kazakh), such lesson planning technology, as well
as its conducting requires teacher to be not only
a subject teacher, but also teacher of language,
psychologist, implementing complex pedagogical
control over each student’s personal development
and formation of his personality. Therefore, during
the lessons, teaching on the second language, it is
possible to achieve high learning performance only
with clear, systematic and flexible planning.
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Taking into account specified learning
principles, drawing on my personal experience,
I took part in “Experience exchange on applying
integrated model of criteria-based assessment”
seminar, held in Nazarbayev Intellectual school
of Physics and Mathematics in Pavlodar. As an
example I decided to offer plan of my lesson on
“Why Soviet government denied the new economic
policy?” topic.

During planning a lesson, at first, I used
principle of A.Einstein who said: “I never teach
my pupils. I only attempt to provide conditions in
which they can learn”. \4.146\

“The real lesson starts not with break, but
with flash of child’s thoughts” said A.A.Kumanev.
I tried to use this principle on my lesson. In order
to activate students’ thinking skills, they were
suggested to look at the image, representing the
policy of “NEP and military communism”.

Classroom management also plays animportant
role in the process of learning. The process of
dividing students in groups can be fascinating
process. For example, I divided students into 3
groups by the means of colourful and enumerated
stickers. Students took their places according to
the group number. By the way, the group division
can be also done during the break. After the break,
in order to introduce themselves, I asked students
to say their names and adjectives, characterizing
their personality. I also showed some slides on
“Lenin’s Decree 1920 On war communism” in
order to introduce students to the topic of the
lesson. Consequences of ordered Decree were
showed in interactive material “Consequences of
war communism”. On this basis, students shall give
their answers to the following questions (Problem
situations):

1.For whom is the STOP sign can be
intended?

2. How do you think, what can we do to
prevent hunger and poverty?

3. What are the ways of recovering from the
crisis?

According to the students’ opinions, building
of a new economic policy is a way of overcoming
the crisis. The theme and objectives of learning,
performance criteria, performance levels and
criteria on Bloom’s taxonomy, reflection and
students’ self-assessment criteria were explained.

Since the subject in Russian classes is taught
in the second language, it is necessary to focus
on language development methods. If the ways of
new theme understanding implements through
types of work with optimized text (pronunciation,
listening, writing), it promotes effectiveness of
learning, students can independently find events

and phenomena, and explain reasons. Process
of cognition implements not “from teacher to
student”, and vice versa, but “from student to
student”. Students explain, prove, compare,
systematize, classify, and make conclusions. My
objective as a teacher is to improve students’
interest in gaining knowledge, and to stimulate
them. Such lessons create atmosphere for creative
research and logical thinking of students, focused
on self-study, cognition, and research. As a result,
teacher turns from knowledge provider into
coordinator.

During planning the lesson, according to
the second principle “Teaching in a group and
through a group”, I tried to put together effective
methods of group work. As a result, actions for a
group, risks for a group, finding out some unclear
moments with a group, expressing oppositions in
cases of disagreement, self-study, mutual respect,
sense of “safety” forms since the collaborative
work unites and joints together the participants
of the process of learning. Thus, through group or
collaborative coordination of a teacher the concept
of collaborative search is implemented.

The third principle, applied in provision of
specific skills and knowledge sequence is made
up according to the “Bloom’s taxonomy”. In
other words, I understand in practice that tasks
preparation based on criteria of success is the only
unique way to achieve lesson objective, focused on
development of critical thinking and skills based
on the improvement of thinking level to the higher
one. (1.3)

And the last fourth principle in planning the
lesson was the opinion of Robert Bulwer-Lytton,
who said that “the best teacher is the one who
suggests rather than dogmatizes, and inspires his
listeners with the wish to teach himself”. (5.53)

The logic of the lesson, planned on this
principle is focused on the result, unity, dynamlc
and connection. =5

In other words, I planned tasks accox;dlng to the
following system:

TYPE OF TASKS

Work in pairs is offered. One of a student in pair reads to a peer an optimized
text, while the second student fills gaps in his text with proper words. Then,
they exchange their roles. (resources: 6 full texts, 12 texts with gaps).

Pairs work with the text and answer the questions “Who? What? Why? Where?
When? How?” using the “Five finger” principle, and give oral answers. (6 groups
— 6 questions).

Each group prepare criterion of assessment on a group work performance.
Groups make reference schemes on preliminary distributed materials: 1.
Military communism. 2. New economic policy. 3. Land and water reform.
Groups by turn add 3 reference schemes with their highlighters, and finally in
turns they have to prove and defend reasons of addition or correction. (1-group:

Subsequently, in order to identify proper level
of new theme understanding and strengthening,
students “evaluate their progress”, according to
Bloom’s taxonomy, they answer to 6 questions,
mark them with minus or plus sign (-+). On the
board students can see the right answers. Each
right answer shows the level of studied theme
understanding by a student. On the basis of a
new theme students give answers to reinforcing
questions by preparing word phrases: - Today I
learned... - It was interesting... - I was surprised
with... etc. (12 questions)

Reflection: Thus, one can see high level of
a new theme analysis during the group work
by using SWOT, PEST, PTMS methods. Each
analysis consists of 4 tasks, i.e. all students are
provided with tasks, and in this case one can apply
differentiation.

In conclusion, I wish to quote the words of
P.I.Tchaikovsky who said: “Huge talent requires
huge diligence”. Thus, as an educator I feel
responsibility in inspirely talented students sitting
in front of me. ¢

he programme of International Baccalaureate

is mainly considered as student-oriented and
based on three fundamental concepts including
intercultural cooperation, development of high
moral values and lifelonglearning.In achieving goals
the MYP! plays a vital role. In order to develop these
goals the plan is being amended and supplemented.
Concept-based planning and teaching of units are
of particular importance.

Relying on international practice to this point,
it can be seen that Feldhusen made a brilliant
concept-based programme; he said “the programme
is difficult, motivates students to actions” (p.119).
Van Tassel-Baska (1998) claimed that “the concept
based notions provide connection between subjects
and topics, therefore, they are considered with
aspects of individual knowledge” (p.347) Shak
(1994) mentioned that concept, based on teaching,

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can increase interest of teacher and student to
knowledge content, and motivate interesting
questions. Wiggins and McTighe (1998) suggested
teaching of planning according to research idea.
Teaching like this can improve “great idea”,
profound content, teach to share ideas and can
motivate student’s interest.

According to L.Erikson (2007) “any improve-
ments cannot be achieved without teacher’s full
understanding of the goal of teaching focused on
concept-based ideas in intellectual development”.
Teachers unable to do concept-based planning, can
expect from their students more work in quantity
rather than in quality.

MYP programme suggests key and related
concepts in curriculum. In MYP handbooks
two types of concepts are given: key and related
concepts. (Tablel).

in planning by choice. For planning of each
unit a key concept and several related concepts
according to the content of a discipline are
planned. For example, usage of a “time, place,
space” concept in “Fundamentals of social
sciences” discipline’s “Creation of Kazakh
Khaganate and development” unit; “changes”
are used for “Turkic states in 6th and 9th
centuries”, while “system” concept is used for

“Mongol period in Kazakhstan in13th and 15th
centuries”.

OF ACTION RESEARCH STAGES

Key problem of any teacher is to create positive environment in order to make
students achieve high results. That is why professional duty of any modern
teacher is to find the most appropriate approaches to teaching and learning that
ensure development of metacognitive skills.
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Planning of action research stages

In 2014-2015 academic year upper mids of
our school began to study by new education and
evaluation programme, got themselves familiar
with such notions as «learning goal», «achieved»,
«seeking to», «formative assessment»,
«summative assessment», «journal of Integrated
Model of Criteria-based Assessment». Any factor
that changes the life mode, triggers adjustment
mechanism. Learning process is no exception. In
this case, introduction of Integrated Programme
in 11th grades becomes the factor that changes
usual tide of life of a student and a teacher.
What new appears in educational process? First,
a new teaching content and a new assessment
system. Second, another format of lessons:
active use of group work during the lessons,
resting upon students’ self-regulation, i.e. their
ability to independently organize their learning
process. Teaching information is obtained in an
absolutely different way. Previously a teacher
was an active supplier of new knowledge during
the lesson, now this function is largely performed
by students.

Thus, a shift to an Integrated Educational

Programme imposes new requirements on
approaches and organization of educational
process.

Adjustment process is individual for each
student. It is considerably conditioned by
characteristic features of student’s personality,
his self-perception of educational programme
complexity level, competence in different
school subjects. Besides, adaptive process can
be affected by other factors — state of health,
presence or absence of learning motivation, etc.

One can confidently say the adaptation to a
new Integrated Programme is successful if:

» student likes educational process, he comes
for a lesson with pleasure, discusses his
success and misfortune willingly;

e student is active, cheerful, inquisitive and
initiative, in tolerable health;

e student asks for subject teacher’s help in
case of arising difficulties;

o student gives preference to
educational approaches, rather
traditional system, familiar to him.

It means the tasks of teachers switching from
experimental to integrated educational system
is to structure learning process in such a way,
as to make the process of adaptation faster and
more effective.

Facilitation of the process is a task set by
teachers of Nazarbayev Intellectual school of
Physics and Mathematics in Taraz. Thus, the
foundation of our educational action research

new
than

«Ways to achieve educational objectives
in adaptive conditions of shifting to study
according to Individual Education Plan in form
11 - H» was laid. Focus group of students and a
group of teachers consisting of a biology teacher,
a teacher of Russian language and literature, and
school psychologist have been defined. At the
initial stage of the research an idea of making a
psychological group work in collaboration with
teachers, who take into account the state of
students, has been acknowledged as conceptual;
and adaptation of students to a new learning
system, gradual recognition of advantages of
Integrated Educational programme will allow
changing situation for the better.

At the next stage we have stated the key
question of the research «<Do methods and forms
of education used by us contribute to fulfillment
of self-regulated strategies of students?».

An expected result is to make education
become a self-regulated process for students.

Having referred to sources of literature we
have found that:

1) difficulties with adaptation to a new
educational format will be overcome if
metacognitive skills of education are at high
level and the process becomes self-regulated.
Vygotsky L. has defined the scope of education
as «zone of proximal development» [1, p.143];

2) to ensure effective motivation and
directivity of conceptual development
framework it is essential to gradually plant
growing support of a teacher - «scaffolding»
according to Bruner J. [1, p. 144];

3) it is essential to take into account
psychological constitution of adolescent
students, at the bottom of which lies pursuance
of group communication and education via
dialogue according to the research of Khon I.S.
[2, p. 75].

While using new approaches and active
techniques in teaching focus group, we paid
attention to the fact that the quality of knowledge
and a level of educational skills development had
not made a substantial progress; teachers faced
the same problems: students hardly planned
their activity, they could not make a creative
product without teacher’s help, there was a
barrier in self-assessment and peer-assessment
process. For example, even attempts to use a
challenge strategy (demonstration of a video and
a proposal to discuss statement of lesson subject
and its objectives in a group of two) almost failed,
because students did not want to work in pairs,
suggest and show the initiative. Apparently, they
were expecting a conventional movement when

the teacher himself would set up the subject,
goals and tasks of the lesson, offer piece of work
to be done individually and evaluate results and
announce the mark.

After reflecting on our practice we felt the
necessity of studying students’ needs. At this
stage of action research we involved «student’s
voice». Some of students asked to come back
to conventional education process in order to
minimize their role during the class by giving all
the power to the main «orchestral conductor» - to
a teacher. Position of others gave an evidence of
successful adaptation. For example, some of the
students of 11th forms said that in future they
plan to enter Nazarbayev University and they like
that during the lessons on a new programme they
learn to analyze events independently, address
facts from different points of view, use various
resources, take stock the information provided
there, which will help study at university.
Therefore, they felt apparent advantages
studying according to an individual educational
plan; they could realize personal pertinence
and own capabilities and they understood that
assessment was not the capturing of final result,
but a dot which had to be followed by another
development cycle, improvement of education
quality and level of accomplishment. That was
a positive result of action research at the first
stage.

Planning of educational process at the next
stage was going up with regard to “zone of

proximal development” of students, a need
for “scaffolding” for a specific group, balance
in applying Integrated and Conventional
Educational Programmes. For example, at
biology lessons, scaffolding was cascaded when
gametogenesis and fertilization schemes were
drawn. First, students observed how teacher
did it and supplemented a half-ready scheme
and then drew schemes on their own. At Russian
language lessons, educational environment
was created gradually, where students actively
participated in educational process and
controlled it by themselves. The environment was
supported by tasks and strategies proposed for
completion, that changed even verbal constants
of the lesson: instead of words do exercises,
listen, write, answer the questions; the key verbs of
themed speech and thought group were discuss,
participate in dialogue, keep up the conversation,
independently raise questions, offer, discuss,
rationalize assumptions, consult each other. Idea
of «scaffolding» was actualized through a paired
work, «Pilot - navigator» strategy where the most
developed and advanced student was acting as
«navigator» was used; and a right to choose their
«navigator» was given to students to let them be
in psychological comfort zone in the process of
learning.

Since we declared the fulfillment of self-
regulated strategies by students and organization
of learning as a self-regulated process as
the expected result of the action research, it

was necessary to think over techniques and
methods of metacognitive skills formation
and development. To our opinion, creation of
situation where students have to project, develop
an algorithm of their route to success is the most
productive. For example, when studying DNA
replication at biology lesson, in the beginning
of the lesson students were offered a problem
to solve. Obviously they could not solve it at
once, because they did not know an average
molecular weight of nucleotide and amino acid.
While reasoning, arguing and analyzing the
students announced key steps for achieving the
goal set — to solve the problem which was a route
to success at that stage. At Russian language
lesson a task «provoking» an independent search
was a task to create a booklet about prospects
of eco-tourism development in Zhambyl oblast.
Students were actively discussing what the final
product had to be like, they found examples
of advertising booklets about Borovoe and
Bayanaul in the internet quite fast, but the most
gratifying was that they were not copyists, but
developers of their own concept: to select a
route (Sugaty clove), find colorful visual material
(photo and video), describe the route wordly, its
sightseeing, include a comment about national
traditions, legends about these places, historical
note, information about endemic forms of flora
and fauna (if any) to the context, and translate
the text into English and Kazakh. Moreover, in
order to develop self-regulation in the second
academic term we suggested the students to
work on class projects, and they defined subjects
by themselves. All projects were completed
and defended, it motivated them to continue
conducting researches in the third academic year,
which were intended to take a longer period and
have a more complicating theme and problem
content of projects: project for biology foresees
a collection of material in city clinics, research
institutes and experiment stations; project for
Russian language foresees creation of a website

and podcasts related to «Ecotourism in Zhambyl
oblast of the Republic of Kazakhstan».

Therefore, implementation of the action
research plan showed that adaptation process
was quite successful. But clear structuring of
lesson will help to properly consolidate success
in achieving learning goals. It is likely that joint
planning, student observation, consulting with
colleagues are pivotal points in our professional
communication, when we are involved into
dialogue and, above all, so enthusiastic with
what is happening, so that ideas come up and
take shapes in constructive models in the
process. At this stage we tried to conceive our
mandatory parameters of a lesson:

1. Challenge in a form of a video clip, a picture,
scheme, object, newspaper article, etc.

2. Determination by students of a subject and
a goal of a lesson, in the form of «scaffolds» - key
«team» words borrowed from Bloom taxonomy
(explain, know, compare, assess, etc.).

3. Raising by students of three-five questions
related to a new subject, answers to which they
are ready to give. Questions are made up by
the team and written down on the board which
makes them available for all and during the
whole lesson.

4. Students begin to search information
and follow up a percentage of lesson goal
achievement. Information retrieval takes place
step by step and minute by minute. Variants of
sources: internet resources, dictionary entries,
encyclopedias, books, classmates (peer learning)
who can ask each other (for example, one can use
a technique «Ant hill»), teacher as a consultant.

5. Development through assessment:
formative assessment is a «quality loop» which
intends to connect the following key processes:
teaching - learning - assessment - improvement
- teaching [3, p. 36].

6. Feedback.
7. Commenting homework.
As a result we have made decision,

demonstrating the efficiency of changing
approaches in teaching focus group which is
shown on Fig.1.

Measurable parameters of learning outcomes
included a number of goals achieved and quality
of students’ knowledge. A percent of goals
achieved in focus group in the second academic
term of 2014-2015 has increased for Russian
language by 6%, for biology by 3,4%. A number
of final marks «5» for the term have increased
for Russian language by 9%, for biology by 50%.
Quality of knowledge of Russian language has
increased by 9%.
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Monitoring of results and reflection allowed
concluding the following:

1) Adaptation period was completed and was
quite successful;

2) Major part of students (7 people) have
already demonstrate skills of independent
determination of learning objectives, construct
algorithm of steps; project the route to success
in the context of series of lessons;

3) 4 students still need scaffolding to form
and develop self-regulated learning skills.

Methodology workshop
Having obtained the first results of
monitoring an efficiency of educational

strategy selected, we intend to switch to the
second cycle of our action research which
considers setting a new research task: how can
conducting of integrated lessons of Russian
language and biology (subject — ethic problems
in modern science: biotechnology, cloning,
artificial intelligence) contribute to development
of self-directivity in students’ project
activities.

The article presents the experience in preparation of medium term planning.
How does a teacher formulate the lesson aim, determine the expected results,
build a lesson sequences and combine a leading idea of the topic? How do the
ideas of 7 modules of multilevel programmes integrate in these lessons? How
does the teacher understand that the aim is reached? There are some difficulties

Medium-term planning: challenge, conceptualization and reflection

that teacher faces in implementing of medium-term planning, and that is why I

have written this article.

lanning is one of the most responsible

processes in teacher’s work. Success
of a series of lessons directly depends on its
effectiveness, which is measured by the quality
of students’ knowledge. As for teachers, it begins
with a fascinating process of understanding
colleagues’ professional experience in planning,
which is going to be finished with a deep reflection,
with an answer to the question: “How do I plan my
lessons and what can I do to improve them?” And
these issues will be a new challenge for teachers,
motivating to improvement of teaching practice.

I have gained the experience in medium-
term planning entering upon the medium-term
planning of literature course for the 5% grade on
“Folklore and literature of the 20™ century. Poetry.
Balmont K., Bryusov V., Merezhkovsky D.,
Severyanin I., Yesenin S. (4 hours)”. I have
combined the lessons, where we look upon the
folklore influence over the creative works of the
20 century: 3 hours are dedicated to the poems
learning and 1 hour - to speech development.
Having studied the requirements of the programme,
firstly, I have determined the final goal that we
have to achieve after 4 hours of learning and this
goal stands as Pupils” formation of views about

the influence of Russian folklore to the poets
of the 20™" century. In determining the goal I put
the emphasis on pupils’ personal perception of the
poems learned, since I prefer not to impose my
opinion and experience to 11-year-old pupils. As for
me, the most important moment is when pupils feel
the poem, understand its sense in accordance with
their life experience. The goal is something that
drives teacher in forming the composition of the
section. In order to achieve the final goal there are
also microgoals in place for each of 4 hours. Every
lesson is a unique step to the goal achievement.
From the first lesson till the section completion
it is very important to show pupils all the stages
of cognition (according to Bloom’s Taxonomy):
knowledge, comprehension, application, analysis,
synthesis and evaluation should be involved in the
leading idea of the lesson. All 4 hours correspond
to the 3-stage model (“RWCT” project — critical
thinking development technology through reading
and writing) within one lesson and the system of
lessons. The first lesson is a challenge, the 2nd
and the 3rd are understanding and the last one
is reflection. It is not the only composition that
allows pupils to understand the integrity of given
material but also the integration of 7 modules of
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multilevel in-service training programmes for
pedagogic staff, conducting on the basis of the
Center of Excellence.

I have determined the expected results that
pupils have to achieve by the end of the learning
process:

Pupils will study selected works of arts of the
20™ century writers and understand how writers
depicted the folklore world, and also they will
deepen the notion of rhyme.

Pupils will know how to analyze poems, how to
compare them by topics and images, will choose
the favorite ones.

Pupils will evaluate their activity and others’
work, will try to cooperate in pairs and groups.

K. Balmont’s poems were the most suitable for
the first lesson because children will meet there
favorite heroes from the wonder-stories and the
whole lesson would be built upon the captivating
magic. In particular, this lesson would become
the challenge for the next ones, as it begins
with reliance on the existed knowledge over the
studied topic. This is not only about the facts,
but also about emotions and feelings that are
supposed to get back to children from their
childhood. On the challenge stage pupils will
work in groups on organizer drafting, which will
help them to remember the fairy-tales heroes
and their roles. At the understanding stage,
a counselor, who usually prepares additional
information to the lesson, will help their
classmates with preparing a presentation. Split-
level tasks would allow working in the zone of
proximal development of each pupil. During the
presentation pupils will evaluate classmates’
activities, using the stickers (“Two stars, one
wish”). I have suggested pupils to write an essay
at the end of the lesson, where each pupil’s
individuality will be seen.

I have combined the learning of Bryusov and
Yesenin’s poems since they were written under
the influence of lullabies and ceremonial songs.
Children hear lullabies from the first days of their
life, and relying on their experience, I can help
them understand how the ritual songs inspired
poets to create a lyrical imagery. In addition, we
will consider the rhyme, children will learn about
different rhythms from literary articles, will try
to rhyme words and understand how rhyme is
important while creating the poem. At the stage
of understanding, children will take the role of
researchers: they will observe and analyze the
text, prove their point of view. Evaluating the
work of groups according to the criteria, children
will compare different versions of presentations;
learn different ways of presenting the
information. Reflective activities will be
completed with the election of favorite quotes,

which will be presented and argued by each pupil.

The third lesson will unite Merezhkovsky and
Severyanin’s poems, because they raised the
theme of unity between man and nature. Poetic
lines will help pupils to see the beauty of the
world and create their own sense of the poems
read.

The fourth lesson is the reflection. Pupils will
come to a holistic perception of the folk poetry
impact and compare impressions with classmates’
opinions, combining all the experience and
knowledge of the studied subject. The final lesson
will provide each child an opportunity to be
realized according to his/her level of perception
and understanding of studied material.

The medium-term plan shows that planning
reflects all 7 modules of multilevel programmes,
the integration of which will allow achieving the
goal of lesson sequences.

Group work that allows involving of all the
pupils in the process of understanding of the
studied material is supposed to be foreseen; also
teachers will use forms of works, contributing to
the creation of collaborative environment.

All the lessons correspond to the 3-stage
model, where such strategies of critical thinking
were used as a tour of the gallery, prediction,
“+ - interesting”, essay. Pupils will be offered
different-level questions, assignments that give
freedom of choice and teach them to adopt
someone else’s point of view.

Lessons provide all kinds of assessment: self-
assessment, peer-assessment, criteria-based
assessment (by group’s presentations) and each
lesson includes formative assessment.

ICT is realized through the use of slide show
during the lessons that will enhance pupils’
skills to perceive information visually and
create necessary emotional background for the
perception of the studied material.

Pupils will be provided with opportunities
to implement creative work, for example in
composing rhymes and preparing presentations.

The learning material corresponds to the
literature programme for the 5™ grade, all tasks
and textual material are relevant to the pupils’
age characteristics.

Management and leadership is revealed
through the interaction with colleagues, as well
as through the implementation of their own
version of the lesson, taking responsibility for
the quality of the lesson.

Thus, each lesson itself is a fragment, and the
series of 4 lessons creates a complete picture,
and each child has his/her own view that is an
advantage of medium-term planning, on the
basis of which this series of consecutive lessons
has been carried out. ¢

180 year since the birth of
Shokan Valikhanov
(1835-1865)

hokan Valikhanov was a great

educator and democrat,
intelligent scholar, orientalist, historian,
ethnographer, folklore specialist.

Sh.Valikhanov's life and works
play an important role in the Kazakh
literature and culture. Great success
in work done by him for a short period
of his life surprised his Russian friends
and scholars.

In the 19th century, noting
the significance of Sh. Valikhanov
in national science, N. I. Veselovsky
wrote  the  following:  «Shokan
Valikhanov flashed over Oriental
Studies as a brilliant meteor. Russian
research scientists of Asian studies
recognized that he was an extraordinary
phenomenon and waited for him to
discover great and important news
about the life of Turkish people. This
is one of the highest ratings that were
given to Shokan.

Initially “he studied -in. the school,
where 'he was taught to write  and
read in Arabic. In the 1847-1853 he
studied in Omsk Cadet School, it was
one of the most prestigious educational
institutions of that time.

It was said that «he sowed education
and patriotism». In the Cadet School he
spend a lot of time on learning, became
interested in  geography, history,
literature, and was ahead of his peers.
Shokan closely met with the Russian
revolutionary democrats that caused
movement in Omsk and Semipalatinsk
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and became friends with S.F. Durov and

writer F.M. Dostoevsky.

During 1854-1860, Shokan made
expeditions to the regions of Zhetisu,
Tarbagatay, Zhongar Alatay, Central
Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Kuldzha in
China and Kashgaria, and his works
about these expeditions were highly
appreciated by the Russian scientists.

Due to these works and other
scientific achievements on February
27th, 1857 Shokan was elected as a full
member of the Russian Geographical
Society. He explained social changes
from educational approach. He
encouraged his nation to learn European
culture and to the development. His
works in many spheres like a heritage.
His researches are a contribution not
only to the Kazakh, but also to Turkic
history, traditions, culture and literature.

Russian social-pedagogical move-
ments in 60th of XIX century and leading
ideas of Russian pedagogy had an

influence on Shokan’s educational views.
Even Shokan didn’t write pedagogical
works specially, his social and scientific
works had an educational approach. He
called to learn the science and culture of
developed countries, especially Russian
culture and science.

He stood for the development of
education. He was bothered by collapse
in the development of Kazakh culture
and economy and tried to improve this
situation.

In  educational approach, he
supported Russian, European and
revolutionary democratic pedagogy. In
his opinion in organization of schools,
they should follow the traditional rules.
He dreamed about European humanism
and science in the schools and bringing-
up of children instead of schools of
officials. He supported the idea of
organizing the school as “a real place of
enlightenment”. He said “only education
will help to get rid of fears and to evaluate

the life and material conditions”.

Considering about the new order
of national bringing up, he said that
the youth should learn more about
achievements in science and technics,
culture of the world than religious
studies. In his opinion, the main reason
of Kazakh’s and central Asian collapse
is monarchy and Islam. He said that
the future of Kazakh nation depends on
civilization and goals of enlightenment.
In article “Islam in steppe” he described
this idea.

Owing to the influence of Russian
revolutionary democratic pedagogy,
he said that in organization of schools
we should follow the traditional
rules of education and bringing up.
However, Shokan Valikhanov could not
explain other social phenomena from
materialistic approach. He said that
only by “education”, we could achieve
the development and democratic
changes in Kazakh land. °

110 year since the birth of
Abdykhamit Sembayev
(1905-1989)

bdyhamit Sembayev is Kazakh

educator and historian of
pedagogy, corresponding member of
the USSR Academy of Pedagogical
Sciences (1967), doctor of education
(1966), professor (1967). He
graduated from the Kazakh National
Pedagogical University named after
Abay, Department of Chemistry
(1931). He started teaching in-1925
in a secondary school. Since 1931
he taught in the universities of the
country. In 1941- 1955 worked as
Peoples Commissar, Minister of
Education of the Kazakh SSR. In
1963-1974 worked as a Director

at the Research Institute for
Pedagogical Sciences named after
Y. Altynsarin. Since 1974 was a

Professor of the Kazakh Pedagogical
Institute. He developed issues of
school construction in Kazakhstan,
educational content, teaching methods
and teacher training in the country.
He is an author of more than 80
pedagogical works in the sphere of
pedagogy.

He contributed to the development
of education. With the help of highly
qualified  specialists, despite  of
difficulties of that time he solved

economic and social issues in the

educational  sphere, cope with
difficulties in pedagogy. Pedagogical
institutes were opened in the centres
of each region all over the republic
owing to his initiative. Moreover, the
schools were supplied with qualified
teachers. In addition, he contributed to
the cultural sphere and formed many
cultural organizations.

A.Sembayev opened a lot of
opportunities to establish and develop
scientific potential in the sphere of
didactics and individual methods.

He did everything in order to develop
Research Institute for Pedagogical
Sciences named after Y. Altynsarin
logistically and experimentally. He
contributed to the construction of

institute’s and No. 2 republican
experimental boarding school’s
building.

He is an author of historical and
pedagogical works: «History ofthe Soviet
school development in Kazakhstan»,
«Essays on the history of schools in
Kazakhstan” (1900-1917). He did a lot
of things in order to prepare qualified
personnel. He was the mentor of PhD
thesis and doctoral dissertations.

Owing to his successful organizational
and pedagogical works, A.Sembayev's
scientific-pedagogical ideas are still
using in the schools, universities and
scientific-researches spheres. ©

190 year since the birth of
Vassily Vodovozov
(1825-1886)

asily Vodovozov is one of
the founders of new Russian
pedagogy; was born in St. Petersburg,
in a family of merchants. He studied in

the Commercial School and the Faculty
of Philology of St. Petersburg University.
At the invitation of Ushinsky Vodovozov
taught literature in the Smolny Institute.
Back in Warsaw Vodovozov worked
hard while translating the Greek and
Roman classics. Since 1856, he
began to publish these translations
and articles on the history of Russian
and world literature in journals: some
of them were a part of his famous
book «The New Russian Literature»
(from Zhukovsky to Gogol; 1866)
and «Literature in terms of analysis
and samples» (1868). Regarding
Vodovozov's teaching experience in
literature, his contributions are very
significant: mostly due to his works of
our secondary schools it was important
to avoid grinding at Theory of Literature
using the notebook which was dictated
by a teacher, and replace it by directly
studying the works of Russian and
foreign literature. He also contributed
to establishment of a correct method in
teaching the history of literature. In his
literary works Vodovozov was defining
the value of a literary, read mostly on
the basis of its moral sense and social
significance. He was a vigorous opponent
of the classical system while discussing
the establishment of secondary
education in Russia. In his articles and
essays on this topic Vodovozov proved
that classical languages could be
successfully replaced by three foreign
languages and one native language
in respect of grammatical logic and
linguistic exercises and that upper
secondary school course should be

based on literature, history, geography,
science and math. These views became
the reason why Vodovozov had to leave
the job.

Back in the first half of the sixties
he worked on the initial training
issues, both theoretically, writing in
articles of journals, and practically,
discussing in the Sunday school
that was managed by him. These
activities, icluding the study of foreign
educational literature resulted in
the work composed by him in 1871
- «Books for the initial reading»
(1st year), published together with
«Books for Teachers». Both works
evoked the most sympathetic responses
of experts and educators and were
approved by the scientific committees
of the Ministry of Education and
others. «Book for the initial reading»
spread quickly in public schools, over
700 000 copies have been sold for
twenty years. In his book Vodovozov
gave a strictly considered cycle of
elementary data of natural science,
history and geography, the articles,
aimed to conduct proper development
of imagination, a sense of beauty and
moral sense, had no disadvantages.
After 8 years of completing the first
part of «Books for the initial reading»
the author created its second part which
was designed for older children and
adults. Here the author has covered
a vast range of knowledge in
natural history, physics, geography
and ethnography, he also paid a
considerable attention to the excerpts
from the writings of our best writers.

160 year since the birth of
Caesar Baltalon
(1855-1913)

Caesar Baltalon is a teacher. One
of the first person who conducted
experimental psychological research in
the field of early childhood education
and childhood reading. He taught
Russian language in secondary schools
of Moscow. He paid a great attention to
early childhood education considered
to be the foundation of education.
Methodology of Baltalon’s elementary
educationincludededucationalmethods,
corresponding to the peculiarities of the
child’s mind, application of games as
a means of upbringing and education,
etc. Considering the process of writing
in organic relationship with thinking
and spoken language, he thought that
training exercises contradict the nature
of writing. He recognized «versifications»
and compositions as main types of
scripts, which he considered as means
to develop creative abilities, train
thinking and consolidate writing skills.
In the work «Paradigmatic system and
new methods» (1914) he proved that
it is impossible to develop language of
students by teaching any subject only
using the picture as a silent picture,
providing -nonverbal images, - cannot
enrich child’s vocabulary. Being against
the «explanatory reading,» which was
often represented as interpretation of
individual words from read passages, he
stood for «educational reading» study of
completed works, available to children.
He developed a system of literary
conversations with questions for out-of-
school study of classical- Russian: and
foreign literature. ©

500 year since the birth of
Roger Asham
(1515-1568)
Roger Asham is an English teacher
and humanist, a college professor
at the University of Cambridge. Asham’s
compositions were the first pedagogical
works written in English. According
to Asham, the purpose of education
considered to be education of cultural
and virtuous gentlemen, which could be
achieved through the study of literature.
He opposed the brutal heavy-handed
discipline that prevailed in medieval
schools, and demanded a humane
approach in relation to the child. Paying
great attention to physical education,
Asham recommended to teach children
archery in particular. While teaching
Latin, Asham often used the method
of reverse translation. He protested
against dead formal study of grammar
of a foreign language separately from its
vocabulary. e

225 year since the birth
of Adolph Diesterweg
(1790-1866)

dolph  Diesterweg was an
outstanding German educator,
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also a progressive representative
of German  bourgeois-democratic
pedagogy in the middle of the 19th
century.

He was born in a small industrial town
of Siegen in Westphalia, in the family of
an official lawyer. In 1808 he entered
the Herborn University, where he studied
mathematics, philosophy and history,
and then transferred to the University of
Tiibingen, where he graduated from in
1811 and later received a doctorate in
Philosophy.

As a student Diesterweg learned
about the pedagogical ideas of
Rousseau and  Pestalozzi. Decisive
influence on development of his
progressive pedagogical beliefs was
made by his working years (1813-
1818) in the model school at Frankfurt
am Main, where students and followers
of Pestalozzi have worked. Unlike
Herbart, who remained indifferent to
the democratic views of Pestalozzi, as it
was already noted, Diesterweg became
a zealous supporter of progressive
social and pedagogical beliefs of the
Swiss educator. He decided to devote
himself to education of people and
supervised the teachers’ seminaries
for a long time: at first, in Moers-on-
Rhine, and then in Berlin, which he
could make as standard. He taught the
pedagogy, mathematics and German
language at seminaries and at the same
time was a teacher in primary schools
experienced in these seminaries.
Diesterweg successfully  combined
his effective pedagogical activity with
great literary and methodical work. He
published a «Guide for the instruction
of German teachers» (1835), in which
he outlined his progressive views on
overall objectives and principles of
training, and more than twenty books
and manuals on mathematics, German
language, geography, astronomy, which
were really popular in Germany and
other countries.

Diesterweg’'s works were popular
in Russia even during his lifetime. So,
in 1862 his «Elementary Geometry»
was published in Russian, which was
recognized by the leading educators.

From 1827 wup to his death
Diesterweg published «Rhine papers for
education andtraining». Inthisjournal he
published over four hundred articles on
different pedagogical issues. Diesterweg
advocated a radical improvement of
training of primary school teachers. He



did a lot for professional association of
German school-teachers.

Diesterweg passionately protested
against confessional (religious)
education that dominated in Germany
since 16th century, and according
to which children of Catholics and
Lutherans were taught in separate
schools. He insisted to terminate the
custody ofthe church overthe school and
that it was controlled not by a priest, but
by a qualified teacher. Diesterweg’s bold
speeches incurred strong discontent of
the government and reactionary circles
of society, caused indignation of the
clergy.

In 1847, when the reactionary
government of Prussia tried hard
to prevent the bourgeois revolution

brewing, Diesterweg was dismissed
from his post as director of the Berlin
Seminary, and in 1850, after defeat
of the revolution of 1848, he was
forced to resign. However, editors still
could not deal with the progressive
educator. Diesterweg continued * to
be the head of the German school-
teachers, who chose him as chairman of
the General Teachers’ Union of Germany
at first, and then as their representative
to the Prussian Chamber of Deputies.
Even during his life, he earned the title
«The teacher of German teachers».

In 1851 Diesterweg has also
published «Yearbooks of pedagogy»
together with «Rhine papers» boldly
revealing opposing forces in these
publications. In particular, he acted
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vigorously after notorious Prussian
regulatives were published in 1854.
These were reactionary school laws
using which the government wanted
to stop display of free thought and
subject it to the influence of the
church. Regulatives greatly reduced
the amount of knowledge of primary
school students and brought the law
of God to the forefront providing a lot
of materials for memorization. They
also reduced the amount of knowledge
given at the teachers’ seminary, reduced
the level of scientific training of public
school teachers.

Speeches of Diesterweg and
society forced the government to issue
a circular in 1859, that significantly
weakened the force of regulatives.

COGNITION -

is the reproduction of objective reality
characteristics in consciousness (individual and
collective). Cognition possesses socially and
culturally-mediated historical nature and in most
cases presupposes more or less pronounced
awareness of the used means and methods of
cognitive activity.

There are different forms of cognition: aimed
at the acquisition of knowledge, inseparable from
the individual subject (perception, representation);
cognition, aimed at the obtaining of objective
knowledge, existing outside the individual (e.g., in
the form of some texts or in the form of man-made
items bearing the social-cultural sense).

There are also different types of cultural and
historical knowledge. For example, the ideal of
cognition in the ancient times was associated with
the understanding of natural processes — deductive
inference of individual parcels, the truth of which is
perceived by intuition. The possibility of predicting
future events was not seen as necessary and essential
characteristic of knowledge. Antique science met
this ideal in general. The ideal of cognition in
modern times is associated primarily with the new
experimental science, with possibility to reproduce
cognitive phenomena in artificial conditions and
with the possibility of prediction. Cognition and
the knowledge, leading to it, showed the forces that
helped to master the natural and social processes
and put them at man’s service. In modern times,
due to the transformations experienced by the
culture, there is a review of the ideals of knowledge.
Understanding of knowledge as the acquisition by
the subject, which is getting under knower’s control,
is replaced by the notion of knowledge — developing
as a natural science (I. Prigozhiy) and also in the
sciences of man and society — as a kind of dialogue
between the knower and knowable.

Cognition is considered as an active and creative
activity and it does not exist outside of activity
known by the production of a new reality, including
representation of the knowledge. This is art and
reality, embodying the results of cognitive activity,
acting in the real form, in the form of tools, devices
and instruments, as well as different kinds of texts
and human speech. It is impossible to understand
the knowledge (since its simplest forms, such as
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perception) out of considering its involvement in
activities and communication.

A special form of cognition is learning activity.
Assimilation of knowledge accumulated by mankind
wealth is possible in the case when it is carried out

PROCESS OF EDUCATION -

is pedagogically reasonable, consistent and
continuous change of teaching acts, during which
the problem of development and upbringing is being
solved. The process of education has two subjects
involved in related activities — teacher and student.
The objectives and content of education, motivation
of the subjects of education, form of its organization,
resources and results can be theoretically considered as
elements of the process of education in the dynamics
and at the each stage. Assimilation of each didactic
unit of education leads to transition and changes of
other elements of education process.

Objectives change as they are achieved or if there is
a need to reproduce them somehow in different kinds
of modification, depending on the teaching situation.
The content of education as the embodiment of the
learning objectives gets other possession at every
remove. Teacher varies teaching methods, regulates
the training, and determines their tactics in response
to the evolving pedagogical situation, assessing it in
order to determine the next step of programming or
training. As a result of their own education activities
and interaction between teacher and student team,
the identity and activities of the student are going to
be transformed. Motives act as a source of learning,
and can vary during the whole process. Forms of
organization of the educational process, being
converted to the new didactic units and thanks to
the accumulated experience of pedagogical dialogue
between teacher and student also can be changed
(if not by appearances, then by the quality, speed
of implementation, and degree of influence on the
activity of the subjects of education). Functions
of educational methods are modified through the
process of education. The natural consequences of the
transition of all elements of the educational process
are the results of education. Even in the case when
student does not imbibe suggested material (“failure”),
one can speak of learning results. The variety of
possible changes is specified by the necessitates of
the planning of educational process, constructing its
script, correcting its course and results, monitoring
and self control, the selection of reflection objects
by the teacher. Interaction and mutual influence of
all these elements is a pedagogical mechanism of
implementation of educational process, which can be
understood only by taking into consideration all the
mental processes that occur in the course of learning
and teaching. °

PROBLEM-BASED EDUCATION -

is an education where teachers systematically
create problematic situations and organize activities
to solve learning problems, provides an optimal
combination of its self-dependent search activity
with the assimilation of prepared conclusions
of science. Problem-based education aimed at

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building of students’ cognitive independence;
developing of their logical, rational, critical and
creative thinking and cognitive abilities. Basing on
the common factors of the psychology of thinking,
logic, scientific research, problem-based education
contributes to the development of student’s
intelligence, his/her emotional sphere, and the
formation of worldview on this basis. This is the
main difference between problem-based education
from the traditional explanatory and illustrative
one. Problem-based education involves not only the
assimilation of the results of scientific knowledge, but
also the way of knowing, methods of creative activity.
The organization of problem-based education is
based on the personal principle of organization of the
learning process, the priority searching of students’
educational and cognitive activity, i.e. finding of the
conclusions of science under the teacher’s guidance,
methods of operation, the invention of new objects
or knowledge to practice.

The ideas of intensification of educational
process, mobilization of students’ cognitive forces by
including them in independent research activities,
are reflected in the writings of Jean-Jacques
Rousseau, J.H. Pestalozzi, A.W. Diesterweg,
K.D.Ushinsky, representatives of the “neweducation”,
who tried to oppose the “active” methods of
education to dogmatic memorizing of existed
knowledge.

There are two basic concepts of problem-based
education in American pedagogy in the early 20th
century. John Dewey offers to replace all the types
and forms of training by the students’ independent
teaching (problem solving), moreover, to put
emphasis on their training and practice (“Psychology
and Pedagogy of thinking”; eng. Trans. 1915). The
essence of the second concept is the mechanical
transfer of the findings of psychology on learning.
W. Burton (“Principles of learning and its
organization”, eng. Trans. 1934) considered that
education is “the acquisition of new reactions or
change of the old ones” and reduced the learning
process to simple and complex reactions, without
considering the impact on the development of
student’s thinking environment and upbringing
environment. ¢

TRAINING TECHNIQUE -

is a specific interaction between teacher and student
during the process of implementation of teaching
method. Admission is characterized by the learning
objective content, organized by cognitive activity
and is determined by the application target. Training
techniques are often treated in pedagogical literature
as part of the method, separate act of learning, the
smallest structural unit of the learning process,
series of actions aimed at the solving of basic
educational problems. All of these characteristics
are true, but do not reveal the essential features of
training techniques.

The real work of training consists of specific
techniques. Combination of techniques creates
methodic and even the entire systems at the level of
academicsubjects,becausetherearelotsoftechniques
appropriate for each subject set, that is why the
criterion for determining their nature, completeness
and adequacy, is the common deductive method,
specifically embodied by the training and organized

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cognitive activity. Some methods of training are able
to serve the implementation of a number of methods,
i.e. change their pedagogical nature, others — serve
only one method. So, work with books, maps, graphs
can serve explanatory and illustrative, reproductive
or research methods; technique of repeated by the
teacher reformulation of explanation serves only
explanatory and illustrative method, etc. But no
matter how many methods of training there are, they
all are determined by common deductive teaching
methods and do not go beyond these methods. Subject
specific teaching method, i.e. the method, that is
specific for each subject, set of training techniques
is different and depends on the specific content of
the material and the expected level of assimilation.
Within one and the same goal, specific training
technique includes a plurality of combinations of
different methods of instruction that creates the
conditions for teacher to select techniques, their
combinations and the construction of new ones.
The correct choice of learning techniques and
their combinations is specified by peculiarities of
the content (prepared knowledge, skills, creativity,
emotional and value relation to the studying object),
the way and the planned level of assimilation,
available means of implementation, and the degree
of technique efficiency. Also student’s attainment
level and specific learning situation should be taken
into consideration. ©
